1. The Credit Support Annex, attached hereto as Attachment 1, is incorporated herein by 4 

reference as if set forth in full herein, and the parties shall have the rights and obligations 5 
specified therein. 6

2. The following shall be added to the end of Section 10.1 of the General Terms and 8 

Conditions: 9

"10.1.1  X grants to Y a continuing first priority security interest in, lien on and right of 11 
setoff against all Adequate Assurance of Performance (other than Letters of 12 
Credit) transferred pursuant to Section 10.1.  Upon the return by Y to X of such 13 
Adequate Assurance of Performance, the security interest and lien granted 14 
hereunder on that Adequate Assurance of Performance will be released 15 
immediately and, to the extent possible, without any further action by either 16 
party. 17

10.1.2 Adequate Assurance of Performance in the form of Cash or Letters of Credit shall 19 

be deemed to be Posted Collateral and be subject to the provisions contained in the 20 
Credit Support Annex; provided, however, such Adequate Assurance shall not be 21 
included in the calculation of Exposure." 22

3. Section 10.2 of the General Terms and Conditions is hereby amended by deleting the word 24 

"or" before subsection (viii) and by adding the following immediately after subsection (viii): 25 
 26 

" or (ix) shall be the Defaulting Party with respect to a Credit Support Default, as defined in 27 
the Credit Support Annex;" 28
