FINAL MEETING MINUTES

1. Meeting was called to order and Antitrust guidelines were read.

2. The Agenda start time was changed to 1:00; the revised Agenda was moved, seconded and approved.

3. Draft minutes from May 18 & 19 EDM meeting were approved without revisions.

4. Tab 4 (Business Process) of the WGQ QEDM document was reviewed. Changes proposed since the May meeting by Leigh and Christopher were noted.

The NAESB 4.X.Y standards that were moved the Internet ET during its creation were reviewed to see if those standards, or any part of those standards, should be retained in the WGQ QEDM. Several standards were "reincorporated" into the WGQ QEDM.

A search was made for "Designated Site" references within Tab, with the goal of removing the term from the document. Three occurances were found in the standards (not moved to the Internet ET); none were found in the text of the document. Actions proposed for these standards:

· 4.1.9 - delete

· 4.3.1 - delete "as a designated site"

· 4.3.5 - replace "designated site" with "Web Sites"

To summarize the changes in the standards as a result of the QEDM/ IET development, a  separate document, highlighting the changes (moved, modified, deleted, etc.), should be developed as a supplement to the QEDM EC submission. Christopher volunteered to create this document after the QEDM has been thoroughly scrubbed.

The Tab was reviewed for references to PGP or OpenPGP. None we found.

5. Action items for the next meeting

Scrub the entire QEDM:

· Check for formal testing section and make conforming changing to the Executive Summary.

· For standards that have been moved to the Internet ET, the new standard numbers (including the use of '10' as the first digit) should be checked to make sure these are the correct numbers.

· Check for consistency of use for the terms Batch FF/EDM and Interactive FF/EDM.

Christopher will post all current redline Tabs for review for all parties to review prior to the next meeting

Next meeting was proposed for July 20-21. The goal for this meeting is a final review of all draft documents. The proposed location is the NAESB office in Houston.

The meeting was adjourned at 4:00.
