Final Minutes
1. Administrative

Mr. Alston opened the meeting and gave the antitrust advice.  Mr. Alston gave a small introductory announcement in which he noted that at the Technical Electronic Implementation Subcommittee (TEIS) meeting it was agreed that TEIS would review what conclusions the CPS comes to at this meeting regarding the data dictionary before a vote is taken.  Mr. Alston explained that this meant no vote would be taken at this meeting.  Mr. Alston added that he hoped the group would be able to finalize these documents at this meeting.  He noted that the documents would be discussed at the next in person meeting of the CPS as well, July 27-28 in Atlanta, GA.  

Mr. Alston called roll for the people on the call.  Mr. Eynon moved, seconded by Ms. McCain to adopt the draft agenda.  The draft agenda was adopted absent objection.  
2. Discussion of the Data Dictionary that the TEIS reviewed on June 29-30
Mr. Alston explained that TEIS was concerned about the adoption of a new category for usage by the CPS.  He noted that the TEIS, at the group’s previous meeting, looked at the Data Dictionary document and saw a lot of business conditionals.   At that meeting, the TEIS further noted that the wholesale quadrant uses the data dictionary in a very specific manner.  Mr. Alston said that the CPS had preserved business conditional definitions as used.  He further noted that the wholesale quadrants and the retail quadrants are going to develop a new standard for a regulatory business conditional.   The regulatory business conditional agreement states that the decision for or against a business decision was made outside of the governing document by a regulatory body.  The decision could be from an order from a regulatory body, or in a document published by a regulatory body.  He noted that the group needed to come up with a definite definition for this term. 
The group discussed and modified the data dictionary based on comments submitted by the TEIS.  These changes can be found in the document “RXQ Billing and Payment Example July 21, 2004” at the Joint REQ, RGQ CPS meeting July 27-28, 2004, located on the web at http://www.naesb.org/pdf/rgq_cps072704w3.doc.
Concerns were voiced regarding whether the data dictionary contains information that is usable in the industry.  Mr. Alston suggested the CPS could section the data dictionary into individual parts to coordinate with the model business practices, instead of the data dictionary being one large document.  Mr. Alston commented that the document might be clearer and more relevant if presented in this manner.  The concern is that the data dictionary is not illustrating best practices but practices that are already in existence in different regions.  In other words, the model business practices are all-inclusive.  Mr. Alston noted he would write a proposal to address this situation and told the group that it would be discussed during the next face-to-face meeting July 27-28 meeting in Atlanta.   Mr. Alston added that he will seek EC input regarding the proposal before the July 27-28 meeting.
