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The two documents I posted to the CPS web pages for our October 1 meeting are the result of (1) the document that CPS created at our August 17 meeting (req_cps081704a2.doc) and changes that I am proposing to that document (req_cps092004w1.doc) and (2) a new document- req_cps092004w2.doc that I labeled as R. Alston’s pseudo “TIBP”.
At the Executive Committee in Colorado Springs I explained my proposal to drop the work of creating a combination data dictionary [an attempt to document the many jurisdictional procedures found in billing and payment practices across the country by inserting a new column for New England, Cinergy, Baltimore Gas, et al] and break it down into individual data dictionaries that would provide for the practice of jurisdictional procedures for retail business purposes without having to create a new column in the “dreaded” combination data dictionary. The EC approved of my direction, so I red lined our August 17 document to create req_cps092004w1.doc for use October 1, 2004.

Additionally, I proposed to the EC that CPS “…add a section to the (model business practices) having a comprehensive discussion about the B&P process.” I explained to the EC that the TIBP (as exemplified by the wholesale gas quadrant documents) needed to be much more of a business process document for RxQ rather than being limited to technical discussions about the document features. My goal is to draft an RxQ TIBP document to support our model business practices by discussing retail business options that could be used within the UET process. These retail business options are not “political” determinations; rather they are options for reporting information under model business practices. For example, Cinergy Gas sends to the Non-Billing Party extensive meter information along with usage data that is reported once the Customer’s bill has been issued. Electric practices generally don’t make use of extensive meter information, so I created a data dictionary that would accommodate the sending of meter information when the retail business practice said to do so (RBC). The pseudo “TIBP” explains how that could be done.
The TIBP is a document that CPS has seen before. We did not get far with it because we got so involved with TEIS and our work on the data dictionary that the TIBP took a back seat and most people forgot about it.
I am pleased that TEIS believes we are headed in the proper direction with our documents. We have finally found a proper structure for our work product! This has been a long time coming, and I hope I didn’t confuse you or anyone else.
