Please post the attached document as proposed comments for the Oct. 26 meeting of the CPS.  These proposed changes reflect my comments and concerns in the introductory language in this document.  I am not able to participate in the Oct. 26 meeting and hope that my comments can be considered at the appropriate time.
 

As a general matter, I remain concerned that we do not use the narrow task of having to create the Technical Implementation documents to rewrite or introduce new language that was considered and approved in the B and P Model Business practices document earlier in 2004.  Our job now is to implement the Business practices that have already been adopted.  I don't have a problem with the very narrowly focused language that we are considering to add to the B and P Model business practices on the grounds that we just overlooked some procedures that are necessary to make the technical data sets flow along.  I do object to adding any policy statements to the B and P documents at this time.  I think Rick's most recent message in response to Dan's comments is correct that our current versions of these documents have eliminated most of these policy statements and explanatory text that is not strictly necessary to get our narrow task completed at this time.  My proposed changes in this attached document intend to further that aim.
