Final Minutes
1. Administrative
Mr. Newbold opened the meeting and gave the antitrust advice.  Introductions were made.  Ms. Camp suggested the group discuss coordinating the development of the trading partner agreement contract with the annual plan.  Mr. Eynon moved, seconded by Mr. Precht, to adopt the agenda as amended.  The agenda was adopted as amended absent objection.  Changes were made to the June 15, 2004 SUIS draft minutes.  Mr. Novak moved, seconded by Ms. McCain to adopt the June 15, 2004 draft minutes as modified.  The draft minutes were adopted as modified absent objection.

2. Update on SUIS submissions to Executive Committee

Mr. Newbold noted that the recommendations have gone out for comment for the Market Participant Interactions (MPI) and the non-disclosure agreement (NDA).  Mr. Newbold added that he and Mr. Alston were drafting a letter to the Executive Committee regarding the re-ordering of the annual plan.  The letter will be submitted on behalf of the SUIS and CPS subcommittees.  Mr. Novak noted he has submitted a request for the trading partner agreement and Mr. Newbold suggested interested parties review this request in order to discuss this at the meeting on July 29.  

3. Distribution Company-Supplier Service Agreement
The group then discussed the “Distribution Company-Supplier Service Agreement” document and the changes suggested by Southern Company.  Topics discussed included whether the service agreement document should be more generic, leaving the document titled as-is, and refining the introduction.  Ms. Ray explained to the group that other similar documents were more generic and that it would be more consistent for this document to reflect the others and not only be written for Distribution Companies and Suppliers.  

Mr. Jones moved, and Mr. Precht seconded the motion that the SUIS keep this agreement as the “Distribution Company-Supplier Service Agreement.”  There was no discussion.

The motion to keep the agreement as the “Distribution Company-Supplier Service Agreement” passed.  The agreement will be known as the “Distribution Company-Supplier Service Agreement.”
Next, the group discussed the introduction of the agreement and Southern Company’s suggestions that the agreement be directed towards a more general audience.  Mr. Novak suggested that the introduction of the agreement would note that while this outline was intended to be used between Distribution Companies and Suppliers, elements of this outline may be suitable for use between or amongst other market participants.   Mr. Novak’s suggested addition to the introduction would replace the last sentence of the second paragraph in the introduction.  Changes are reflected in the attachment to these minutes.  The group discussed and agreed on additional changes to the introduction.  Mr. Newbold noted he will make the changes that were agreed on and hopefully this will be voted on at the meeting on July 29.  

4. New Business
The Trading Partner Agreement was discussed.  It will be further discussed in future meetings.

5. Next Steps
The next meeting of the SUIS is scheduled for July 29 in Atlanta, GA.  The group will discuss the outline for final comments and possible vote on the Distribution Company-Supplier Services Agreement .   

6. Adjourn

Mr. Jones made a motion to adjourn, which was seconded by Ms. Camp.   The motion passed by consensus and the meeting adjourned at 10:53am Central.
