Final Minutes
1. Administrative

Mr. Newbold opened the meeting and gave the antitrust advice.  Introductions were made, and Ms. Adams moved to adopt the agenda as written.  Mr. Alston seconded the motion and the agenda was adopted as written absent objection.  Mr. Newbold, after asking the SUIS, suggested that the adoption of the July 12th draft minutes be postponed until the next meeting of the SUIS, due to late posting of the draft minutes.      
2. Final Discussion and Approval of Distribution Company-Supplier Service Agreement outline
The group reviewed comments submitted by Dominion Virginia Power regarding the Distribution Company-Supplier Service Agreement outline.  These comments, showing suggested changes to the document, are located on the web at http://www.naesb.org/pdf/rgq_suis072904w4.doc.  After discussion and review, the outline was revised to reflect the accepted changes.  The document “Approved Version of the Distributor Company Service Supplier Agreement – 7/29/04” can be found on the NAESB website at http://www.naesb.org/pdf/rgq_suis072904a1.doc.  A motion to approve the Distribution Company-Supplier Service Agreement outline as amended out of the Retail SUIS subcommittee and to the Retail Electric/Retail Gas Executive Committee as a model to the Market Participant Interactions Model Business Practices was made by Mr. Rone for the REQ SUIS, and seconded by Ms. Camp.  The motion was made in a similar fashion for the RGQ SUIS by Mr. Precht, and seconded by Mr. Coyle.   The vote on the motion by the REQ/RGQ SUIS is reflected below.

The above vote has also been recorded in the document “Vote Summary – 7/29/04” located at http://www.naesb.org/pdf/rgq_suis072904a3.doc.  The motion passed in both the Retail Electric and Retail Gas SUIS.  Mr. Newbold informed the group that he and Ms. Edwards would send the outline to the NAESB office for posting, after they had reviewed the document and made all grammar and formatting corrections.  Mr. Newbold also informed the group that he would work on writing the recommendation for the motion in order to present it to the Retail Executive Committee in November.      
3. Discussion/Revision of Dispute Resolution MBP’s
The group reviewed the Dispute Resolution first draft document (“Dispute Resolution MBPs Draft 1”) located at http://www.naesb.org/pdf/rgq_suis072904w8.doc.   Mr. Newbold explained that this group would be writing a dispute resolution document that would be included in the Model Business Practices.  He added that this dispute resolution would apply to agreements between distributors and suppliers, and would not cover agreements made between customers and distributors or suppliers.  Mr. Newbold told the group that the dispute resolution document would be located in a separate chapter of the SUIS book as a stand alone section.  

The group discussed the document and the comments made by Southern Company located at http://www.naesb.org/pdf/rgq_suis072904w6.doc.    The revised document “Dispute Resolution Redline – 7/29/04” is located on the NAESB website at http://www.naesb.org/pdf/rgq_suis072904a2.doc.  A vote on the Dispute Resolution MBP will be taken at the September 2, 2004 web conference.     
4.  Review of WGQ Trading Partner Agreement and request R04017
Mr. Novak gave a brief review of the components of the WGQ Trading Partner Agreement and request R04017 posted on the NAESB website at http://www.naesb.org/pdf/rgq_suis072904w3.pdf.  He explained that the agreement would be made more generic or neutral in order for all quadrants to be able to utilize it.  Mr. Novak explained that the goal of the request was to modify the Trading Partner Agreement for use as a model contract for the retail quadrants, and for all quadrants to adopt the document.  

Mr. Novak explained some of the more technical issues the agreement encompassed by telling the group that EDM is a transport mechanism and is used to transfer flat and html files.  He added that the file format is independent of the transport mechanism.  Mr. Novak continued by adding that wider use of this document (Trading Partner Agreement) would promote the use of the NAESB EDM.

After Mr. Novak’s presentation, the group decided to further discuss R04017 in future meetings.

5. Next Steps

Web conferencing/conference call meetings were scheduled for September 2nd, and September 27th.  Topics for the agenda for the September 2nd meeting will include the dispute resolution document and R04017.  The group also discussed a possible in person meeting in early December, with the possible location as New York, New York or Newark, New Jersey.

Mr. Precht made a motion to adjourn the meeting and the motion was seconded by Mr. Eynon.  The meeting was adjourned absent objection at 2:42 p.m. (eastern).
