Final Minutes
1. Administrative

Mr. Eynon opened the meeting and gave the antitrust advice.  Introductions were made.  Mr. Thiry moved, seconded by Ms. Yetman to adopt the agenda as written.  The agenda was adopted as written absent objection.  Ms. Edwards moved, seconded by Ms. Yetman to approve the January 13, 2004 draft minutes as modified.  The minutes were adopted as modified absent objection.

2. Discussion of Creditworthiness Process Flow Diagrams

Mr. Newbold stating these diagrams will be included in the sections of the model business practices pertaining to their respective topics.  He noted he has drafted a new model for Disqualification/Remedies and reviewed the new diagram.  Participants agreed this new model should be included in the model business practices.  The group discussed comments submitted by Georgia Power and made changes as agreed.  There was extended discussion concerning whether the group should consider voting on the three established diagrams even though the fourth was introduced during today’s meeting.  The group agreed they would postpone voting until a clean version of all four diagrams is available.  March 18, 2004 (1:00 p.m. – 3:00 p.m. Central) was suggested to hold a conference call to discuss and possibly vote on these diagrams.  
3. Next Steps for Model Non-Disclosure Agreement

Mr. Newbold stated during the EC meeting several EC members noted the subcommittees should consider a long-term goal of trying to draft an actual Non-Disclosure Agreement as opposed to an outline.  He suggested if it becomes apparent that an actual contract is needed it might be best to assemble a contracts subcommittee to take on the task of drafting one, however at this time the outline will remain until such a need becomes apparent.  Ms. Camp stated it might be easier to draft a contract after consensus is reached concerning the outlines.  The group continued to discuss the outline in light of submitted comments posted as work papers for this meeting.  Changes were made as agreed.  Mr. Newbold suggested the group postpone voting until the outline can be cleaned up and republished.  It was agreed to postpone the vote on the Model Non-Disclosure Agreement until the March 18, 2004 conference call.   

4. Discussion of Market Participant Interactions Model Business Practices

The group discussed the redline MPI document and made changes as agreed.  Ms. Edwards volunteered to draft introduction and executive summary language for the MPI Model Business Practices.  It was noted that during the next call the group will review the changes made during today’s meeting and possibly have a vote on the MPI document.  
5. Next Steps

Mr. Newbold stated the SUIS will be scheduling a conference call for March 18, 2004 and our goal is to vote on the Non-Disclosure agreement and the creditworthiness flow diagrams during this call.  The group suggested the next face-to-face meeting be scheduled for May 5-7, 2004 for both the CPS and SUIS.  It was also agreed to schedule a SUIS conference call for April 15, 2004 (1:00 p.m. – 3:00 p.m. Central).
