Final Minutes
1. Welcome

Mr. Behr opened the meeting and introductions were made.  Mr. Jarrett gave the antitrust guidelines.  Mr. Jarrett moved, seconded by Mr. Burden to adopt the agenda as written.  The agenda was adopted as written absent objection.  Mr. Jarrett moved, seconded by Mr. Rothfuss to adopt the December 15, 2003, January 21-22, 2004, March 16, 2004, and March 30, 2004 draft minutes as written.  The minutes were adopted as written absent objection.  
2. Work on RxQ EDM Standards

Mr. Burden gave a brief review of the WGQ EDM discussion on their quadrant EDM document, and noted that the WGQ EDM has completed review of tab 9 and the appendices.  Mr. Burden stated the WGQ EDM has scheduled a meeting for April 26, 2004 to review the redline QEDM.  He noted there was a conflict with one of the standards listed in the IET document and the EDM has suggested that this item be pulled out of the IET and inserted into the individual QEDM documents.  Mr. Burden suggested that comments on the IET document be submitted to the Executive Committee.    

The TEIS reviewed the RxQ EDM document and made changes as agreed.  All changes are reflected in the attachment to these minutes.  It was noted that there would a separate set of QEDM standards for each group to maintain the autonomy of quadrant specific technologies.     

3. Work on Payment and Invoice Standards

Mr. Behr noted he would like to clarify the status of the Sample Paper Transaction.  Ms. Dale Davis has suggested the joint retail group follow the example paper format that the WGQ created for the SPT.  Mr. Behr stated it was determined that the SPT for WGQ was not appropriate for the retail quadrants because the SPT is a visual representation of information transmitted among trading partners and is primarily used as a bulletin board display of the invoice, but in the retail EDI world the data that moves among trading partners is never examined visually.  Therefore, the SPTs being developed by retail are primarily composed of a listing of data elements passed among trading partners to accomplish a particular task.  Mr. Behr reviewed the SPTs that are currently being developed.  TEIS reviewed the data dictionaries created by the business subcommittees and made suggested changes as agreed.  

4. Other Business
