Directionsto Ameren’'s Headquarters:

Ameren islocated at the corner of 18" Street and Chouteau Avenue - on the southwestern
edge of downtown St. Louis.

From Hyatt Regency Union Station Hotel — Turn right onto 18" Street. Go over
viaduct, and then turn right onto Chouteau Avenue. Entrance to Ameren isimmediately
on your right. Walking at night is not recommended.



** An Ameren shuttle will be available for free transportation from Union Station to
Ameren in the mornings and back to Union Station in the evenings.

From Other Downtown Hotels — Go west (away from the Gateway Arch) to 18" Street.
Turn left onto 18" Street. Go over viaduct, and then turn right onto Chouteau Avenue.
Entrance to Ameren isimmediately on your right. Walking at night is not recommended.

From Airport — Take I-70 into downtown St. Louis. Once downtown, follow the signs
for 1-55 south. Exit off of -55 south at 7" Street. Turn left onto Chouteau Avenue. Stay
on Chouteau for about ¥of amile. Entrance to Ameren will be on your right.

From Eastbound I-64/Highway 40 — Exit at the Chestnut and 20" Street ramp. Turn
right onto 20™ Street, and then take aleft onto Market Street. Turn right onto 18" Street.
Go over viaduct, and then turn right onto Chouteau Avenue. Entranceto Amerenis
immediately on your right.

Parking:

After driving through Ameren’s main entrance, a visitor parking lot is located
immediately to theright.

Taxi service from the airport to downtown runs approximately $30.00.

An alternative to taxi service isthe MetroLink light rail system. This system runs
directly from the airport to downtown. Trains leave every six to ten minutes during
business hours, and about every 15 minutes during the later evening hours. A one-way
ticket from the airport to downtown is $3.00. When purchasing aticket at one of the
automated ticket machines, be careful to select the correct type of ticket and validate it at
one of the red validating machines before boarding.
