Final Minutes
1. Administrative

Mr. Alston opened the meeting and gave the antitrust advice.  Introductions were made.  Mr. Wolf moved, seconded by Mr. Thiry to adopt the agenda as written.  The agenda was adopted as written absent objection.  The following changes were made to the May 5-6, 2004 draft minutes – Ken Thiry was representing REQ not RGQ and Phil Precht was representing RGQ.  Mr. Wolf moved, seconded by Mr. Rone to adopt the draft minutes as modified.  The minutes were adopted as modified absent objection.

2. Discuss Matters Related to (1) the formatting of Model Business Practices, (2) the timing and relationship of Annual Plan Items within CPS and (3) the timing and relationship of Annual Plan Items with Consideration of SUIS Annual Plan

Mr. Newbold stated during the May 6-7 SUIS meeting the group noted that they were discussing a lot of the same things that were discussed during the drafting of the creditworthiness MBPs.  The issue was raised that the subcommittees may want to consider the possibility of reordering items on the annual plan.  Mr. Newbold also suggested the subcommittees might want to request that the Executive Committee think about how best to order the annual plan and what the format of the final published model business practices will look like.  He noted this will probably not affect any of the work done in 2004.  

The group discussed the Model Business Practices Draft Formatting Outline.  Modifications made to this document are reflected in the attachment 3 to these minutes.  During the discussion it was noted that the order presented in the formatting outline represented the order of the MBP manuals as they will appear when published and is not necessarily reflective of the order items appear on the annual plan.
Ms. Edwards moved, seconded by Ms. McCain to commission Rick Alston and Bill Newbold to go to the Executive Committee and request they consider accepting the REQ and RGQ Model Business Practices Formatting Outline as amended during the meeting.  

The group agreed this would be a joint motion for both SUIS and CPS and members present during today’s meeting would be representing both subcommittees for this vote.  
The motion passed unanimously.

3. Continued Discussion of the Data Dictionary that we created on 5/6/04 for the TEIS and other Documents

Mr. Alston stated during the May meeting several TEIS members attended to participate in the discussion of the sample paper transaction and the TEIS will look to the CPS for the initial draft of this document.  Mr. Alston noted the CPS is now waiting for input from the TEIS regarding the sample paper transaction.  The TEIS also offered input regarding the data dictionary.  Based on this input the CPS decided to add another element to the third column to represent payment.  Additionally, it was decided to use a single data dictionary to handle invoice, usage and payment.  Mr. Alston drafted a document including these elements for review at this meeting.  The group discussed suggested changes to the data dictionary and all changes made during the meeting are reflected in the attachment to these minutes.
