Final Minutes
1. Welcome

Mr. Moran opened the meeting and welcomed participants.  Mr. Cargas gave the antitrust advice.  Roll was taken and quorum was established.  The agenda was modified to include the adoption of the October 8, 2003 and December 10, 2004 draft minutes.  It was noted that the EC would not be discussing the Gas Practices Inventory Task Force.  Ms. McCain moved, seconded by Mr. Zavodnick to adopt the agenda as revised.  The agenda was adopted as revised absent objection.  

2. Adoption of Draft Minutes

Mr. Zavodnick moved, seconded by Ms. Burnett to adopt the October 8, 2003 draft minutes as written.  The minutes were adopted as written absent objection.  Modifications were made to the December 10, 2003 draft minutes.  Mr. Dosker moved, seconded by Ms. McCain to adopt the December 10, 2003 draft minutes as modified.  The draft minutes were adopted as modified absent objection.

3. Quadrant Size: Discussion and Possible Vote

Mr. Novak stated during the last EC meeting he requested that comments be provided regarding the suggested changes he made to the RGQ quadrant procedures and he did not receive any comments.  He stated at this time someone can make a motion to reduce the number of seats, or maintain the current number of seats.  Mr. Zavodnick noted some minor changes to the proposed modifications to the RGQ quadrant procedures.  

Mr. Zavodnick moved, seconded by Ms. Burnett to delete section 19 of the quadrant specific procedures, and incorporate his suggested minor changes.  Mr. Novak noted there is no reason that the EC could not come back and make these proposed changes at a later date.  Ms. Alexander noted there are three reasons to oppose this motion 1) it is important that the size of the EC and Board should be the same for the REQ and RGQ 2) even if the LDCs maintain their seats it is unlikely that all of the seats in the end users and suppliers segments will ever be completely occupied and 3) it does not look good for NAESB to have so many vacancies.  She noted that the RGQ can always vote to return to the larger number of representatives a year from now if the situation changes.  Ms. Burnett noted she shares Ms. Alexander’s concerns but does not believe this is an urgent issue, and suggested the EC can always address this issue at future meetings.  Mr. Novak stated he would oppose the motion because he would like to wait to see what type of feedback comes out of NARUC, and suggested they defer the vote until the next EC meeting.  Mr. Zavodnick withdrew his motion and stated he would like it put on the agenda for the May EC meeting.

Mr. Dosker moved, seconded by Ms. Burnett to adjourn the meeting on February 25, 2004 at 9:49 a.m. Central.
