1. Administrative

SDID (Service Delivery Identification Number)

A Distribution Company assigned alphanumeric identifier of a meter and its location.  The SDID may contain digits and/or uppercase letters, and can be used in place of an account number for electronic data interchange (EDI) transactions.  A customer account may have more than one SDID.

Mr. Eynon stated that Mr. Alston is more familiar with this definition and he did not submit any comments or suggestions for this definition.    

Ms. Roberts moved, seconded by Ms. Edwards to approve the definition as written.  The definition was approved as written absent objection.  
3. Review Updated Process Flow for Adopting and Ratifying Definitions

Mr. Eynon noted the EC requested that the Glossary Subcommittee expand this procedure to include the ratification process.  Ms. Edwards stated that in adding these steps the procedures cover all of the business practices and not just the definitions.  Mr. Eynon stated the procedures capture the entire process and the definitions are ratified along with the entire set of model business practices (MBPs).  Ms. Edwards suggested steps be added to cover a scenario in which the MBPs are not ratified.  It was agreed to add these steps.  Mr. Eynon noted he will make the changes and it will be sent to the EC for another review.
