Final Minutes
1. Administrative

Mr. Newbold opened the meeting and gave the antitrust advice.  Introductions were made.  Mr. Jones moved, seconded by Ms. McCain to adopt the agenda as written.  The agenda was adopted as written absent objection.  It was later decided to postpone the discussion of the overall format of the Model Business Practices (MBPs) until tomorrow’s Customer Processes Subcommittee meeting.  Changes were made to the May 6-7, 2004 draft minutes.  It was noted that the detailed voting record will be attached to the minutes when they are finalized.  Mr. Thiry moved, seconded by Mr. Wolf to approve the May 6-7, 2004 draft minutes as modified.  The minutes were adopted absent objection.  Changes were made to the June 3, 2004 draft minutes.  Ms. Edwards moved, seconded by Mr. Coyle to adopt the May 6-7, 2004 draft minutes as modified.  The minutes were adopted as modified absent objection.  

2. Final Discussion and Approval of Market Participant Interactions MBPs

Mr. Newbold stated the SUIS previously approved the Market Participant Interactions MBPs without the Trading Partner Agreement definition and subsequent to that vote the Glossary Subcommittee has approved this term.  He noted during this meeting the SUIS should vote to approve the Market Participant Interactions MBPs with this term and send the recommendation to the Executive Committee.    

REQ Motion

Ms. Edwards moved, seconded by Mr. Rone to adopt the Trading Partner Agreement definition as recommended by the Glossary Subcommittee for use in the Market Participant Interactions Model Business Practices and capitalize the term where used in the MBPs.  Upon a balanced vote the motion passed unanimously with one abstention.  

RGQ Motion

Mr. Jones moved, seconded by Mr. Coyle to adopt the Trading Partner Agreement definition as recommended by the Glossary Subcommittee for use in the Market Participant Interactions Model Business Practices and capitalize the term where used in the MBPs.  Upon a balanced vote the motion passed unanimously.  

Ms. Ray asked if the SUIS if it might be appropriate to hold this recommendation until all parts of the MBPs, including any necessary models and technical information, are completed.  Mr. Newbold stated there is a real need to show progress in the retail subcommittees in order to spark participation from other interested parties, and suggested the subcommittee not postpone the approval of these MBPs.  It was suggested to defer the vote on this recommendation until after the discussion of the overall MBP format.    

The group discussed specific issues regarding the formatting of the MBPs including where to reference other MBPs listed under governing documents and other areas.  Mr. Jones stated he will be submitting the comments suggesting changes to the Market Participant Interactions MBPs.  
It was noted that the motion made during the May 7, 2004 SUIS meeting approved the Market Participant Interactions MBPs to send to the Executive Committee as soon as the SUIS received the definition for Trading Partner Agreement from the Glossary Subcommittee.  Mr. Newbold suggested the SUIS modify the previous motion to add “and recommend the Market Participant Interactions MBPs to the Executive Committee.”  

The new motion reads: adopt the Trading Partner Agreement definition as recommended by the Glossary Subcommittee for use in the Market Participant Interactions Model Business Practices, capitalize the term where used and recommend the Market Participant Interactions MBPs, as modified at the June 15, 2004 SUIS meeting, to the Executive Committee.  

Ms. Edwards, Mr. Rone, Mr. Jones and Mr. Coyle agreed to the modifications.  It was noted that the votes will stand as previously recorded.  

3. Discussion/Revision of Distribution Company – Supplier Service Agreement Outline

The SUIS discussed comments submitted by Southern Company.  Revisions to the document are reflected in the attachment to the minutes.  

4. Next Steps

The SUIS scheduled a conference call for July 12, 2004 (9:00a.m. – 11:00a.m. Central).  The agenda will include a discussion of the revised Distributor Company-Supplier Service Agreement.
