To follow up on our call today, the leadership of both NERC and NAESB determined to not make any changes to the current assignment of business practices to NAESB and reliability standards to NERC for Version 0, although several comments have been forwarded suggesting reallocations.  Specifically, the comments discussed were related to the ACE equations and planning standards 54, 55, and 56.  Because of the nearness to our respective deadlines for issuing Version 0, it was determined best to leave the development where it now resides.  Should future changes be made, they would occur in Version 1.
For the ACE Special Cases, developed as NAESB business practices in the current draft of Version 0, NAESB did not receive many comments that they should be remanded back to NERC for development as reliability standards in Version 0.  However, both organizations recognize the interdependency, and if any changes are to be contemplated for Version 1, NERC will be proactively notified with a request for participation well in advance of any work on a request for standards development.

Similarly for the NERC planning standards 54, 55 and 56 (ATC and CBM standards), which some NERC commenters indicated may be more appropriate as business practices, both organizations acknowledged that this discussion would be held after Version 0 was issued by both NERC and NAESB.  As such, NERC will issue these standards as part of Version 0 – NAESB will not.  NERC, including members of its Planning Committee will work with NAESB leadership on this item after Version 0 is issued, to examine those standards to determine if business practices should be created in NAESB’s Version 1 release.
I appreciate the willingness of all parties to work cooperatively toward issuing Version 0, and particularly thank NERC for setting up this conference call to resolve the above items.
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
