Comments of Exelon Corporation for February 17, 2005 WEQ Drafting Collaborative Task Force Meeting


Unfortunately, I have a conflict on February 17th that will not allow me to participate in the WEQ Drafting Collaborative Task Force Meeting.  I request these comments be posted for the record.

Exelon Corporation participated in the October 21st and 22nd discussions on the WEQ Segment and Sub-segment organization options.  Our position at that meeting was in support of the option to add a 6th “at large” segmenting to the WEQ for RTOs/ISOs, RROs and service companies.  After some very positive discussions at those meetings, Exelon accepted the consensus of the group to maintain the status quo and allow interested RTOs/ISOs, RROs and service companies to join the segment of their choice.  I made a closing point that the WEQ Board was actively recruiting many new companies, some of which were RTOs/ISOs, RROs and service companies, for membership in NAESB. This requirement has resulted in new memberships, an essential result for ensuring a robust NAESB.

At the meeting on October 21st and 22nd, it was made clear that the status quo approach could result in existing segment members opposing a new member’s segment selection.  It appears now that this situation has occurred.  The NAESB bylaws are very clear that action must be taken to resolve this dispute.  In carrying out the duties described in the bylaws I encourage all of my fellow WEQ members to keep a few principles in mind:

· NAESB needs to be an “inclusive” organization.  Any company that has an interest and is willing to provide resources to work on the development of business practices needs to have a home at NAESB.


· Membership drives accountability and a sense of responsibility.


· Diversity makes us stronger as an organization.  The more voices we have at all levels within the organization the stronger our product will be and it will allow us to pass the review of FERC and the public.


Exelon continues to support the idea of a 6th segment in the WEQ because it allows all that have an interest in our work to have a home at NAESB.  We respect that some members feel that this will dilute the effectiveness of their vote.  But over the past few years as a Board member I have not witnessed any sector being shut out and continue to believe it is more about getting knowledgeable people to the table vs. votes on the output.

That being said, Exelon will support whatever outcome the Board approves and strive to see the above principles followed.
