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National Grid Comments

February 17th, 2005 WEQ Drafting Collaborative Task Force Meeting

National Grid is unable to participate in the February 17th meeting.  I would like to submit these comments for consideration by the Task Force.

1) In response to the Southern Company’s 1/12/05 request, we believe it is important that NAESB provide pro-active and timely notification to its existing membership of new members and any segment and sub-segment self-choice by new members.  Having this information broadly disseminated will help facilitate NAESB member qualification requirements and appeals process (e.g. Section 5.C of the WEQ Procedures).

2) National Grid believes that NAESB should be an inclusive organization for all entities appropriately involved in establishing standards.  We support ensuring that all such entities have a voice in the NAESB organization.

3) We don’t agree that RTOs and RROs belong exclusively in the Transmission Segment.  These organizations provide a broad array of reliability and market services for transmission companies and for other market participants.

4) To the extent that the NAESB Board considers changes to the WEQ procedures to accommodate greater definition of participation (including a 6th sector) for entities  such as consultants, service providers, RTO/ISOs, and RROs, we believe that any re-allocation of existing NAESB Board and Executive seats must be carefully considered for appropriateness and equity.
