1. Administrative
Mr. Dison called the meeting to order after the Joint ITS and ESS meeting on April 6, 2004.  The agenda was not complete, so the group reconvened and continued discussions on April 7, 2004.  Mr. Oncken gave the antitrust advice.  The agenda was adopted without modification by consent.  Approval of the February 17-18, 2004 minutes was deferred until the next meeting.

2. Recommendation R03013 – Coordinate Interchange Business Practices 
The ESS discussed the need for any additional action regarding Recommendation R03013.  Mr. Dison recommended that the ESS propose no modifications to the recommendation unless it is determined that the recommendation conflicts with NERC Policy 3 or contains a fatal flaw.  Mr. Carter, the CIBP Task Force chair, stated the task force reviewed the public comments submitted on Recommendation R03013 and produced a modified recommendation that incorporates those comments.  Additionally, he noted a flow diagram, which represents the flow of information from the beginning of initiation through acceptance, is attached.  Mr. Carter proposed that the ESS review the current document to determine whether the comments were appropriately characterized and if the subcommittee should adopt the modified language for the recommendation.  Ms. McQuade clarified that the resulting document would be considered comments from the ESS to the Executive Committee (EC) and the ESS could recommend that the EC take action on the modified recommendation in its comments instead of the recommendation as distributed.  

Mr. Carter reviewed each section of the document.  During the review it was noted that the background and introduction sections provide context for the standards that follow.  Further, Ms. McQuade stated the background and introduction are treated like standards for procedural purposes.  Mr. Schwermann added that parity between the NERC and NAESB definitions is important since the NERC and NAESB Coordinate Interchange standards are so tightly interrelated.  There was additional discussion of each section and modifications were made to the document.  Mr. Dison expressed concern that the functional model definitions were removed, so it was agreed that the entities should be included for reference until the NERC Functional Model is formally adopted.   

There was significant discussion on the functional model and whether the NAESB CIBP standard could obligate the Interchange Authority (IA) to perform additional duties.  There was not support for the IA performing market functions.  Mr. Rodriquez stated that although the same entity might choose to perform both the market assembly and IA functions, it would not be appropriate to obligate an IA to perform the market assembly functions.  However, there was agreement that under the current paradigm the tagging authority would perform both functions.  The ESS adopted the distinction between market assembly and IA functions.  The remainder of the standard was discussed in the context of that distinction.    

Although not required to move the standard forward, the following areas were identified for future work to implement the functional distinction:  1) identification of the commercial data elements on the RFI data sheet; 2) definition of the commercial function; and 3) definition of market assembler.  A chart depicting the distinction is attached.  It was noted that a request to modify the CIBP standard to accommodate the distinction after its adoption as a NAESB standard would be appropriate.  
3. New Business
No new business was discussed.
4. Future Meetings
Since there were numerous changes made during the meeting on the ESS comments on the recommendation, it was determined that a clean version of the comments would be posted and a subsequent conference call would be held on April 16 at 1:00 p.m. Central to adopt the ESS comments.  During the conference call the ESS will also draft the cover letter providing context for the comments.
