Final Minutes
1. Welcome

Mr. Dison called the meeting to order and welcomed attendees.  Mr. Oncken gave the antitrust advice.  Participants introduced themselves.  Mr. Dison reviewed the draft agenda and it was adopted by consent without modifications.  
2. Request R04006 Maintenance of Baseline OASIS Business Practice Standards

Revised Standards of Conduct:  Mr. Dison reviewed exploder discussion on the need for a WEQ Standard to parallel the FERC Standards of Conduct and how to include the standard.  Mr. Dison stated the FERC has made its expectations clear that the WEQ would adopt a standard incorporating Order No. 2004, much like the WGQ has done.  Additionally, he said it would be appropriate as a stand-alone document, instead of inclusion as OASIS Standard 1.4, because the standards have broader implications than OASIS.  Mr. Dison noted that in order to meet the FERC’s expectations, the recommendation should be approved by the subcommittee by August 21.
Ms. Rehman and Mr. Saini submitted redlined workpapers.  The subcommittee used Ms. Rehman’s workpaper as the base document and incorporated the changes included in Mr. Saini’s workpaper.  Each of the proposed changes was discussed.  Major changes include the addition of a general information and definitions section, modifications to the document to make it electric-specific, and the addition of language to be consistent with Order 2004A and 2004B.  Participants agreed it would be appropriate to have a as a stand-alone Standards of Conduct.
Ms. Rehman moved, seconded by Mr. Sorenson, to approve the revised Standards of Conduct as a stand-alone standard and replace the current language of OASIS Standard 1.4 with RESERVED.  After limited discussion the motion passed with Mr. Calder and Mr. Burden abstaining.  
3. Request R04006 – Other OASIS 1A Enhancements

Redirects:  Mr. Sorenson gave a brief review of the current status of the draft Redirects Recommendation.  He noted that he submitted a compilation of the exploder comments for this meeting (workpaper 9).  He stated the biggest open question is whether it should be explicitly stated that redirects are restricted based on scheduled use.  The subcommittee was split on whether it was appropriate to discuss the comments received since the last ESS meeting before distributing the document for informal comment, or distribute the document without considering the comments.  Mr. Keaton suggested distributing the draft recommendation in the original format, but point to the comments that have already been received in the request for comments.  Ms. Weathers suggested the comments request should state the controversial issues.  It was noted that the examples of how the standard would operate were still outstanding.  Participants found the examples to be an important aspect of the recommendation package and deferred approval of posting the draft recommendation for comment until the examples could be reviewed.  
Participants discussed several options for moving forward.  One option considered was to continue exploder discussion on the draft recommendation and work towards a consensus document at the September meeting that could then be put out for informal comment.  Another option was to distribute the current version of the draft recommendation for comment, highlighting those areas where there is not clear consensus.  The subcommittee decided to hold a conference call to review the examples and then distribute the existing draft recommendation with the examples for 21 days of informal comment.  Additionally, the content of the draft recommendation will be discussed and major issues will be identified for inclusion in the comments request.  All comments will be discussed at the September 29-30 meeting.
Multiple Requests:  Examples for this recommendation will be discussed at the next conference call.  The draft recommendation and examples will be distributed for 21 days of informal comment.

No other business was discussed.
