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1. Welcome
Mr. Dison welcomed the meeting participants.  Ms. Kennedy read the antitrust advice.  Mr. Dison suggested the agenda be modified to include a WEQ Executive Committee Update, and to move review and discussion of the draft requests after Item 4.

Mr. Scott moved, seconded by Mr. Mitreski to adopt the agenda as modified.  The motion passed without objection.

Ms. Szot made a motion, seconded by Ms. Rehman to adopt the September 28-29, October 6, October 8, and October 14 draft minutes as final minutes.  The motion passed without objection.
2. WEQ Executive Committee Update
Mr. Dison reported on the events at the WEQ Executive Committee Meeting on November 16, 2004.  Mr. Dison stated all of the recommendations the WEQ ESS/ITS sent to the WEQ Executive Committee were adopted subject to notational ballots because there was not a quorum of the End User segment present at the meeting.
Mr. Dison noted that the Executive Committee initially wanted to postpone their vote on the proposed Multiple Requests and Redirects standards until the Executive Committee meeting on 11/30 so the WEQ ESS/ITS could review the official comments and report back to the Executive Committee.  In the end, the Executive Committee voted on the Multiple Requests and Redirects recommendations anyway after reviewing the comments forwarded.  Mr. Dison stated the Executive Committee still wants the WEQ ESS/ITS to review the comments on the Multiple Requests and Redirects recommendations for possible inclusion in the new requests the ESS/ITS plans to submit to update the OASIS Business Practices.  [See Number 5.]
Ms. Rehman stated the Executive Committee recognizes the expertise that lies in the subcommittee working groups.  Mr. Rodriquez commented the subcommittee should not render an opinion on comments, but should provide guidance on comments provided during the official comment period when the Executive Committee is making a decision to adopt a recommendation as submitted or to modify the recommendation based on comments.

Mr. Dison suggested that members of the ESS/ITS committees go to the WEQ Executive Committee meetings whenever the Executive Committee is voting on a recommendation by the ESS/ITS committees.  If members of the ESS/ITS are present at the Executive Committee meetings, Executive Committee members can benefit from the expertise of the ESS/ITS committee members without the ESS/ITS members having to render an opinion on comments.  The group agreed this was a good idea.  Mr. Sorenson reminded the group that Section D in the NAESB Recommendation form allows for “commentary,” and “rationale of the subcommittee/task force,” which would enable the ESS/ITS to include responses to any informal comments submitted during the recommendation drafting process.

Mr. Dison stated a Version 0 Operator Manual was added to the NAESB WEQ 2005 Annual Plan.
3. Update on OASIS II
Mr. Rodriquez provided an update on the progress of the Joint OASIS Implementation Task Force (JOITF).  Mr. Rodriquez stated at its meeting on November 17, the JOITF confirmed the scope and vision requirements are covered in the system requirements, reviewed technology, got updates from the Stage 1 Implementation Teams, and had a presentation from the NPCC about Facilitated Transaction Checkout.  Mr. Rodriquez stated the Stage 1 Implementation Teams are to be scheduling conference calls and coordinating with other industry groups.
Mr. Dison suggested the JOITF make a presentation to the WEQ Executive Committee at its February 2005 meeting.  The presentation would include the overall OASIS II plan, barriers and problems.  The group agreed a presentation to the Executive Committee would help the Executive Committee members realize the problems and barriers the JOITF is facing in OASIS II development.

Mr. Dison stated NAESB is proceeding along a path with the assumption that development of OASIS II is FERC’s expectation. Mr. Dison said if committee members are getting the sense the industry does not want to proceed along this path, then maybe NAESB should provide a status report to the FERC to provide the Commission insight to where the industry is on these issues.  Mr. Sorenson suggested that NAESB ask FERC to hold a technical conference for NAESB to explain where the industry and NAESB are going with OASIS II.  Mr. Rosenberg agreed it would be useful to provide the FERC information as to what direction the industry is going on these issues.  Mr. Rosenberg suggested the conference should not be organized by the FERC, but that the conference could take place at FERC’s offices.
Mr. Dison volunteered to approach the NAESB leadership about a possible Future of OASIS Industry Conference.  Ms. Szot volunteered to do the same for the IRC and Mr. Scott said he would try to get a commitment from NERC to participate in the conference as well.  Mr. Rosenberg suggested the groups have a meeting or conference call prior to the conference to set what goals each want accomplished and have a clear picture of who to invite.
4. NERC/NAESB Coordination
Mr. Scott spoke to the group about NAESB subcommittee coordination with NERC.  Mr. Scott’s presentation is posted on the NAESB web site at http://www.naesb.org/pdf/weq_ess_its111804a1.ppt.  Mr. Scott stated NERC is prepared to coordinate with NAESB on projects such as the OASIS Registry, and coordinate interchange standards.  Mr. Scott said NERC has approved the formation of its half of a Registry Task Force.
After discussion, Mr. Dison proposed a Joint Registry Task Force that will have a NAESB Co-Chair and a NERC Co-Chair.  Mr. Dison said he envisioned the Task Force would be made of core members, but otherwise open to participation.  Mr. Dison said the proposed core NAESB members of the Joint Registry Task Force are Mr. Singh, Mr. Stone, Mr. Sorenson, Mr. Rodriquez, Ms. Rehman.  There was no objection to the formation of the NERC/NAESB Registry Task Force.  Mr. Dison stated those NAESB members on the Joint Registry Task Force would report to the NAESB Information Technology Subcommittee.
Mr. Dison clarified that the Joint Registry Task Force will deal with OASIS issues that relate to the Registry.  Any other OASIS issues would be considered by the NAESB WEQ ITS.  Mr. Dison also stated that the WEQ ESS or ITS will coordinate with NERC on issues that are not covered by the Registry Task Force.  Mr. Dison stated the WEQ ESS is the focal point for coordination for OASIS and electronic scheduling including Etag.  While, the Joint Registry Task Force will deal with registry issues, if the WEQ ESS/ITS and the NERC IS need to meet formally a meeting can be arranged; otherwise individuals on each committee are liaisons to the other entity.
5. Review and discuss draft NAESB Requests
Mr. Dison told the group he had worked with Ms. Kennedy to draft three new NAESB requests the committee decided to submit at its meeting on September 28-29.  The three requests involve updating the OASIS Business practices, updating the Standards of Conduct, and modifying the S & CP’s to create a release mechanism.
Update OASIS Business Practices Request:  This request proposes changes to the OASIS Baseline Business Practices to incorporate some of the comments received by the WEQ ESS/ITS on the draft of its recommendation for Request No. R04005-A that the committee decided were out of the scope of Request No. R04005-A.  Some of the changes posed in this request include changes to definitions and to remove references to the “Commission,” and as directed by the WEQ Executive Committee, the ESS/ITS is requesting consideration of the public comments received on Recommendations R04006-B and R04006-C.
The committee reviewed and amended this request and asked Ms. Kennedy to add the comments to the request and submit the request to the NAESB office.  This request is posted on the NAESB website on the Requests Page at http://www.naesb.org/pdf/r04035.doc with an attachment that includes all of the comments to be addressed http://www.naesb.org/pdf/r04035a1.doc.
Update Standards of Conduct Request:  This request was drafted to enable the WEQ ESS and ITS to evaluate comments submitted for recommendation R04006A.  The request seeks to review and possibly modify definitions and terms within the standards as well as modification of the numbering of the requirements.  After discussion, the committee made modifications to the request and asked Ms. Kennedy to submit the request to the NAESB office.  This request is posted as an attachment to these meeting minutes on the NAESB website at http://www.naesb.org/pdf/r04036.doc.
Request for Release Mechanism in Standards and Communication Protocols:  When the committee drafted the Redirects business practices in Recommendation R04006-C, the proposed business practices included a standard that requires use of a release function in Section 10.5.3.  This request seeks to modify the S & CPs to require the release function and any other provisions to implement the redirect standards.  The committee states in the request that it would like this request to be a continuation of R04006-C.  The committee asked Ms. Kennedy to submit the request to the NAESB office.  This request is posted as an attachment to these meeting minutes on the NAESB website at http://www.naesb.org/pdf/r04006c1.doc.
Request for Registry Standards:  Mr. Sorenson told the group he had drafted a request to make changes to the NERC Registry to make it compatible for the OASIS enhancements.  The committee agreed this request should be submitted as a request from the WEQ ESS/ITS.  The committee asked Ms. Kennedy to submit the request to the NAESB office.  This request is posted as an attachment to these meeting minutes on the NAESB website at http://www.naesb.org/pdf/r04037.doc.
6. Review and discuss R04006-D Resales Recommendation
Mr. Wood told the group the OASIS 1A Task Force had two conference calls to work on the Resales Recommendation, but the OASIS 1A Task Force had not gotten through the whole document.  The WEQ ESS/ITS committee did not review this document.  Mr. Dison asked Ms. Kennedy to coordinate with the chair of the OASIS 1A Task Force to continue work on the Resales Recommendation.
7. Update on R03007 - Public Key Infrastructure
Mr. Sorenson updated the group as a member of the PKI Steering Committee.  Mr. Sorenson stated the next step is to define the certification and accreditations.  Mr. Sorenson informed the committee about WebTrust which provides an auditing standard for certification authorities.  Mr. Sorenson stated an option would be to use WebTrust to audit the PKI policy and to ensure the policy is published and followed.
Mr. Dison suggested the WEQ ESS/ITS write a Electronic Scheduling Security Standard within the recommendation for Request No. R03007 that OASIS shall use SSL security technology, and Etag shall use vendor to vendor certification.  Mr. Dison stated he would clarify whether the recommendation can include business practices that cover broader issues than changing the Etag specification.  Mr. Dison requested Mr. Sorenson and Mr. Keaton to work on PKI issues and draft language to include in the recommendation for R03007.
8. Update on R04020

Mr. Dison stated he wanted to update the committee on the status of Request No. R04020.  The request has been triaged and assigned to the WEQ ESS, but has not been officially considered by the Joint Interface Committee (JIC).  Mr. Dison stated that once the JIC assigns the request to NAESB, it will most likely be considered in conjunction with the Energy Day efforts.  Mr. Dison reminded the committee that the request is intended to eliminate the seams so that there would not be impediments for participating across markets.
9. Other Business/Future Meetings

Action Items:  Mr. Dison will approach the NAESB leadership about coordinating an OASIS conference.  Mr. Scott will approach NERC about the OASIS conference, and Ms. Szot will do likewise at the IRC.  The members of the Joint OASIS II Implementation Task Force will prepare a presentation to update the WEQ Executive Committee on the status of OASIS II.  Ms. Kennedy will submit the four requests the WEQ ESS/ITS prepared at this meeting.  The WEQ OASIS 1A Task Force will begin drafting the business practices to implement the release mechanism in the Standards and Communication as a result of one of the WEQ ESS/ITS requests.  The NERC/NAESB Registry Task Force will work on the Request drafted by Mr. Sorenson.  Mr. Sorenson and Mr. Keaton will draft a strawman proposal for PKI standards.  Mr. Mitreski will work on clarifying the examples for Redirects.
Mr. Dison stated he would send a document on the ESS exploder that incorporates all changes to existing business practices at the last WEQ Executive Committee.
The committee chose tentative dates and locations for JOITF and ESS/ITS meetings in 2005.  Ms. Kennedy will coordinate these dates and locations with the NAESB office.  The tentative meeting dates for 2005 are:  January 12th ,½ Day JOITF, ½ Day ESS/ITS, 13th Full Day ESS/ITS; March 8th ½ Day JOITF, 9th Full Day ESS/ITS, 10th ½ Day ESS/ITS; May 11th ½ Day JOITF, ½ Day ESS/ITS, 12th Full Day ESS/ITS; July 12th ½ Day JOITF, 13th Full Day ESS/ITS, 14th ½ Day ESS/ITS; September 13th ½ Day JOITF, 14th Full Day ESS/ITS, 15th ½ Day ESS/ITS; November 8th ½ Day JOITF, 9th Full Day ESS/ITS, 10th ½ Day ESS/ITS.
