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NERC and NAESB Subcommittee Coordination

Action:  The subcommittees should discuss how NERC and NAESB subcommittees, specifically NAESB’s Electronic Scheduling Subcommittee (ESS), Information Technology Subcommittee (ITS), Joint OASIS II Information Task Force (JOITF), and NERC’s Interchange Subcommittee (IT) and Transaction Information Task Force (TISWG), and both groups’ Registry Task Forces, would coordinate work on the following:

· OASIS 1A and II

· TSIN Registry (Possibly including Registry related databases e.g., Book of Flowgates)

· E-Tagging

· Coordinate Interchange (Including Version 0 and Version 1 business practices and reliability standards)

· Development of a Functional Model Operator Manual, providing a procedure that incorporates business practices and reliability standards.

· Systems security, PKI and eMARC (May not be for these groups to address)

· Industry tools and systems (Should a NERC / NAESB group keep tabs on what is being developed and what needs to be developed)?

· Interchange Distribution Calculator (IDC) Some aspects of the IDC become the responsibility of the above subcommittees?   

Action:  The group should also discuss refining the definition, and defining the implementation, for the following Functional Model functions:

· Interchange Authority Function

· Transmission Service Provider

· Purchasing-Selling Entity (for Interchange)

· Market Operator (for Interchange)

· Other FM functions that involve scheduling, Interchange, and communication of data between the market and reliability entities

Action:  In the past, coordination has taken place on a somewhat informal and ad hoc basis.  The subcommittees should develop a subcommittee coordination process and identify a plan for addressing the above items. 

Background

NERC and NAESB subcommittees have coordinated work on issues and standards that have overlapping reliability and business practices implications.  For example, the coordinate interchange groups (NAESB’s CI Business Practice Task Force and NERC’s Interchange Subcommittee and CI SAR and Standard Drafting Teams) have coordinated their work to develop Version 0 standards and continue to work on Version 1 standards.  Recently, NERC and NAESB have formed a joint group to address TLR.

Subcommittee coordination was discussed at the September 28, 2004 meeting of the JOITF.  Jagjit Singh, chairman of the JOITF, noted that there was a need to work with NERC on changes to the Registry for OASIS.  The JOITF requested that NERC provide liaisons to the JOITF from eleven NERC groups.  The JOIFT letter points to the need for a more defined plan for subcommittee communication and coordination.     

The NERC Board of Trustees and Market Committee, NAESB’s Executive Committee and Business Practices Subcommittee, and the Joint Information Committee (JIC), which is a joint group of NERC and NAESB, provide high-level guidance to both groups in the form of JOUs and assignments.  This subcommittee discussion is to address how the referenced subcommittees will address those issues defined above.  The action plan will be in support of the guidance and instructions from the respective overseeing groups.

	The NERC Operating Committee approved the following motions at its November 10, 2004 meeting.

John Anderson moved that the Operating Committee accept the Market Committee’s recommendation to disband and ask the joint Executive Committees, before the February BOT meeting, to recommend to the Board how to continue coordination between NERC and NAESB.

Friendly amendment – Ed Riley moved that the NERC OC subcommittees continue their coordination with NAESB.

Both motions were Approved.
