NAESB WEQ GLOSSARY SUBMISSIONS

Guidelines for acceptance
As outlined in the NAESB WEQ Glossary Subcommittee mission statement, the WEQ glossary is not a standard that provides a single accepted definition for each term entered. It is a compendium of industry terms, and will strive to include multiple definitions of each term as appropriate. If a term has various meanings for various elements of the wholesale electric industry, each of those meanings should be included in the glossary.

The following guidelines are reasons a definition might not be selected for inclusion in the glossary.

1) The definition is too narrowly restricted in meaning, or is used by only one entity.

2) The definition submitted for inclusion is proprietary (such as used specifically for a single tariff.)

3) The definition stems from an unknown source or a source outside the electric industry.

4) The term itself is beyond the scope of issues dealt with by the NAESB WEQ.

5) The definition as submitted contains erroneous information. (These must be errors of fact, not differences of interpretation.)

While these guidelines may not mean automatic dismissal of the submitted term, they will stand as the benchmark for inclusion. The committee may use these guidelines as a means for rejecting or for simply requesting revisions to a submission.
