Final Minutes
1. Administrative

Ms. Rehman called the meeting to order.  Mr. Oncken gave the antitrust advice.  Participants introduced themselves.  The draft agenda was reviewed and adopted by consent.  
2. Discussion of Request R04011 (Generation Interconnection Order)
Ms. Rehman reviewed Request R04011.  She stated that FERC’s Large Generation Interconnection Order requires the posting of 18 pieces of data, which span the life of a request for interconnection, on OASIS sites.  She noted the Order does not specify how the data should be posted, but the three obvious implementations for posting the data were:  1) ad hoc posting; 2) posting to info.htm; or 3) creation of a template for submission and posting of data.  The task force discussed each method for moving forward, as well as the methods currently used to post the data.  
The discussion revealed the following posting methods:

· In a document on info.htm

· In html format on info.htm

· In html format on the general website

During the discussion on posting methods, Mr. Hewitt stated that posting the information through a document, allows companies to post all information easily.  The task force agreed it would be appropriate to post the information on info.htm, because that posting location would provide some consistency across implementations while allowing individual organizations flexibility.  Additionally, it was noted that implementation would not be overly burdensome for organizations that currently post the information in different locations on their OASIS sites.  Other reasons for this determination included the fact that the Order specifies the information to be posted, and that information is easily obtainable from the requesting party and does not change frequently.  
The possibility of creating standard states for the status of the request was also discussed.  Mr. Sorenson noted that there is no relation between an interconnection status and OASIS reservation status.  Accordingly, it was determined that interconnection status states would not be standardized.

The NAESB Office, with the help of Ms. Rehman, will draft the recommendation for this request.  The recommendation will reflect modifications to the OASIS 1A S&CP regarding the agreement on posting the required information to info.htm.  The recommendation will be distributed to meeting participants and discussed at the May ESS/ITS joint meeting. 
3. Other Business
No other business was discussed.
4. Future Meetings
No future meetings were discussed.

The conference call adjourned at 2:45 p.m. Central.
