Collaborative #1 Disclaimer.

During both the GECTF effort and the first few days of the Standard Energy Day (SED) effort, some of the WEQ participants have had trouble coming to an understanding of exactly what problem was trying to be solved. There was also confusion over exactly what a "Standard Energy Day" would be and how it would be implemented. Furthermore, there has been a considerable amount of discussion on both the gas and the electric sides during that time about the impacts of a SED that we neither fully understood nor had the ability to fully verify. As such, several WEQ members determined to get together and perform some research on the issues at hand. Their objective was to clearly define the presumed problem, to research some of the issues, and to determine the impact that the requested SED would have on the industry. To accomplish this, they sought input from a large number of industry participants on both the gas and the electric side. This presentation is the result of that effort. This should be very clearly understood. This presentation does not necessarily represent an endorsement of any particular solution to the presumed problem by anyone who worked on this presentation or participated in its development. Instead, it is a collaborative effort intended to initiate candid discussion about the issues at hand and to determine under what conditions a SED should be developed. However, should it be determined through the course of the deliberations in these proceedings that the establishment of a single SED for the industry is the appropriate solution to the problem at hand, several of the participants who helped develop this presentation will step forward in support of the MN-MN implementation as requested in R04016 and as outlined in this presentation.
