Dear Interested Industry Participants,

As previously noted both in the January 24-25 meeting and in the calendar provided in December, the Wholesale Electric Quadrant Business Practices Subcommittee and the Wholesale Gas Quadrant Business Practices Subcommittee have scheduled the Joint Subcommittee on Energy Day, a joint BPS meeting, on February 9 and 10, 2005 in Houston, Texas.  The meeting will be from 10:00 AM to 5:00 PM Central time on February 9th, and 9:00 AM to 4:00 PM Central time on February 10th.  The meeting will take place at the NAESB offices, 1301 Fannin, 13th Floor, San Jacinto Room, Houston, Texas 77002.  Both web-casting and conference calling is available for those unable to travel.

The requests are linked as they both endeavor to address gas-electric coordination issues. As discussed at the meeting on January 24th and 25th, work papers for this meeting should include proposed business practices for daily operational communications between pipelines and power plants as noted in request R04021. The NAESB office requests that these papers be provided in editable format so that they may be used in the web-casting.
As a follow up, the third meeting of the Joint WEQ BPS and WGQ BPS Subcommittee, an Energy Day meeting specifically addressing R04021 is scheduled for March 1 and March 2, 2005 in Houston, Texas.  The meeting will take place from 10:00 AM to 5:00 PM Central time on March 1st, and from 9:00 AM to 4:00 PM Central time on March 2nd.  Again, the meeting will take place at the NAESB offices, 1301 Fannin, 13th Floor, San Jacinto Room, Houston, Texas 77002.  Further announcements regarding the March 1 & 2 meeting will be forthcoming.
