As previously noted on November 5, the WGQ BPS and the WEQ BPS are meeting jointly on December 1st and 2nd, 2004 to discuss Request Number R04016 (http://www.naesb.org/pdf/r04016.pdf).  This request seeks the development of a standard energy day that would apply to both the natural gas and the electric industries.  The request states the chief benefit of a standard energy day would be that it would foster the coordination of scheduling between electric and natural gas and allow both industries to be able to more closely match fuel deliveries to generation requirements.
