1.
Welcome

Mr. Buccigross welcomed the members and attendees.  Ms. Kirby gave the anti-trust advice.  The participants introduced themselves.  A bullet point to adopt the agenda was added to the “Welcome” section of the agenda, at the suggestion of Ms. Davis.  Ms. Davis then made a motion to adopt the agenda as modified.  Ms. Perlman seconded the motion, and the agenda was adopted absent objection.  


2.
Develop 2005 WGQ Annual Plan Items and Priorities

The group reviewed the “WGQ 2005 Draft Annual Plan”, located on the NAESB website at http://www.naesb.org/pdf/wgq_aplan101904w1.doc.  Request number R04016 was added to item one, “Development of standards regarding an Energy Day”.  The completion date for item one changed to 4th Quarter of 2005.  Request number R04021 was added to item 2 and the completion date was changed to 4th Quarter 2005.  At the suggestion of Ms. Davis, the group added the words “daily operational” to item 2.  

Mr. Burden suggested that item 3 “Preparation of documents and submission of EDM standards to ANSI for approval as ANSI standards” be moved after item 4 “Explore additional possibilities for partnership with the Department of Energy - Sandia Review of security and reliability of NAESB EDM Standards” in the plan.  Mr. Burden explained that changes made to the EDM standards in item 4 could effect the submission of the EDM standards to ANSI in item 3.  

Mr. Burden stated that the WGQ has delayed action on item 5 “Review and enhance security standards as required by technological changes - Review security standards as may be deemed necessary, e.g. Public Key Infrastructure (PKI)” pending outcome in the WEQ.  The completion date for item six “Review of minimum technical characteristics in Appendices C, D, and E of the EDM Manual” was changed to 2nd Quarter 2005.  Mr. Burden stated that item 7 “Prepare a common NAESB Electronic Transport (ET) and WGQ Quadrant Electronic Delivery Mechanism (WGQ QEDM) manuals using the version 1.6 NAESB WGQ EDM tab 6 and applicable 4.x.x standards as a base” should be completed by the end of 2004, but could carry over to the 1st Quarter of 2005.  

Ms. Davis suggested the items be arranged according to completion dates (earliest to latest) in the section “Electronic Delivery Mechanisms and Related Activities”.  Ms. Davis stated that the WGQ BPS had discussed item 8 “Develop XML mapping standards (PGas Request)” at the previous meeting.  She added that the requester would most likely delay submitting item 8 until they had further information.  Ms. Davis suggested that item 8 be taken off the 2005 Annual Plan.  

A new item 8 “Review and develop a Canadian Supplement to the ISDA Gas Annex” and a new item 9 “Review and develop modifications to the NAESB Base Contract for Sale and Purchase of Natural Gas” were added to the 2005 Annual Plan at the request of Mr. Sappenfield, chairman of the WGQ Contracts Subcommittee.  Mr. Buccigross said that Mr. Sappenfield would inform the group when possible, if the NAESB Base Contract needed to be revised and therefore remain as an item on the WGQ 2005 Annual Plan. 
Ms. Davis suggested that the word “rulemaking” be inserted in the Provisional Activity “FERC orders on Gas Quality”.  Ms. Davis also requested that the item “FERC rulemaking orders - Docket No. AD 04-10 (Storage Reporting)” be added as a Provisional Activity.  

3.
Next Steps
Mr. Buccigross stated that the group was scheduled for a conference call on November third.  He reminded the group that more information was needed on whether the NAESB Base Contract required revisions.  The group decided that an additional meeting was not required at the time, but that if additional information necessitated a meeting, the November 3rd date was reserved.  Mr. Buccigross also told the group that the document would be reviewed by the WGQ EC at the November 18 meeting in Washington, D.C., and minor revisions, if needed, could be made at that time.  He added that if approved by the EC, the WGQ 2005 Annual Plan would be reviewed for approval by the NAESB Board of Directors at the December 9th meeting in Houston.

No other business was discussed at this time.
