Item 1c.  We question the need for NAESB Business Practice on Operate Within Limits.  This is strictly an operational reliability matter where the market should not be involved.

Item 1f.  We are uncertain of the value for an all-inclusive joint NERC/NAESB Training Manual.  Just as Generator Operators don’t need to understand all the NERC standards, we are uncertain how useful information on business practices will be provided to Reliability Coordinators, Balancing Authorities and Transmission Operators.

Item 3aiii.  We’re uncertain of the need to determine and develop needed business practice standards to support the registry functions currently supported by NERC.  Regional Entities are charged with this responsibility and have the Functional Model as an adequate guiding document.

Looking at past annual plans it would appear this plan should be focused on those things that have been specifically requested and NAESB feels it can achieve with available industry resources.
