As noted in earlier communications, an industry meeting has been scheduled on Wednesday, April 11 from 10:00 AM to 4:00 PM Eastern to discuss the request proposed by Advanced Energy to develop model business practices to support development of both natural gas and electric industry standards at a national level related to demand side management and energy efficiency.
