The closest Light Rail Stop is Lexington Mkt.  

After exiting the train, walk North to the intersection (Howard and Lexington Sts.- Rite Aid is on the corner) Turn right, cross Howard St (going East on Lexington St) Walk straight two blocks (1st intersection is Park Ave) Cross Liberty St (second intersection) Walk past the construction, turn right to the G&E Bldg.  Walk around the building to the main entrance on the Plaza.  Enter at that point.

The other alternative is ride down to Baltimore St (Arena Center).

Exit the train, walk North to Baltimore St. 

Cross Baltimore St.

Turn right, proceed East on Baltimore St Proceed on Baltimore St, cross Park Ave and Liberty Sts Turn left and walk North on Liberty next to the Sheraton to Fayette St (next intersection).

Cross Fayette St., turn right and proceed East on Fayette St past the building on the left Turn left at the end of the building heading North on the Plaza and enter the building.
