Survey Task for ISOs on Types of Business Practices Standards

June 14, 2007


Effort:  Develop wholesale market business practice standards for M&V of the contributions by demand resources, as applied to ISOs, Wholesale Markets and state level control areas, and focused on energy, capacity, ancillary services, emergency as applied to the wholesale market or its equivalent.

Task:  Survey ISOs to determine existing practices to provide a basis for an analysis to support items 4 and 5.  A current effort underway by the IRC will identify programs in place.

Draft Outline of Approach:

1. Review IRC demand response report and draft a letter to each ISO which embodies several questions that once answered could be compared across ISOs
2. By program –either implemented or under consideration: 

· Can M&V standards be drafted that the ISOs would find helpful in implementing their DR programs?  To whom (which industry segments) would the standards apply? What specific problems would the business practices address?  How would the standards be helpful?  Are there differences in the market or operations that make the business practices identified by program more regional in nature?

3.
By program that is now dormant, inactive or was considered and rejected:

· Would the existence of adopted business practices or uniform M&V standards have caused a different outcome?  Which specific areas related to M&V would have benefited from established business practices or uniform standards?
4.
The letter should address a description of our effort, how the data would be used, a timeline for response, and a note that submitters would not only receive a copy of the compiled results but also have the ability to edit the draft.
5.
The outcome of the surveys should assist NAESB stakeholders in developing business practice standards for M&V by identifying business practices, problems that practices could address in part or in whole, and common experiences in organized markets that may be aided by business practices.
6.
A side benefit of the survey would be the publicizing of this effort and an outreach to other groups.
