A DUNS Numbering Task Force conference call was held on February 8, 2005, to review the draft of the Report on Findings and Recommendations of the DUNS Numbering Task Force.  The following notes and assignments resulted from the meeting.

	Administration:
	· Ms. Kennedy read the antitrust advice.

	Review draft Report on Findings and Recommendations of the DUNS Numbering Task Force:
	· Section 2 of the report will be changed to Use of D-U-N-S® instead of Impact on NAESB’s Standardization Efforts.

· Each member of the DUNS Numbering Task Force will draft five or six bullet points that list the system requirements that each quadrant’s standards require for common codes.  This information will be included in a new section of the report titled “Common Code Requirements.”  Questions to contemplate in drafting these requirements include:
· Need to uniquely identify entity across entire industry or among a subset, i.e. a trading partner and its customer base?
· Need to uniquely identify entity, including government and other non-business types?
· Need to uniquely identify entity including its locations?
· Need to uniquely identify entity including its divisions?
· Need to uniquely identify entity including its functional roles, i.e. marketer, transmission operator, etc, or NERC functional model entities?
· Is a central repository required or is self-issuance possible?
· Issuance of number needs to be instant, on the same day or can it be longer?
· Identification required for security purposes or for use of PKI (private key infrastructure)?
· Are validations needed?
· List any future system requirements that have a strong possibility of coming about?
· Mr. Connell will provide information for the report that describes why the retail markets are experiencing difficulties with D-U-N-S® Numbers.

	Next Steps:
	· Mr. Cargas will compile the changes submitted by the Task Force members and add the new “Common Code Requirements” section.  Changes should be submitted no later than Friday, February 18.  The revised report will be circulated prior to the next conference call on the DUNS e-mail exploder.

· The next conference call will be scheduled for the end of February.
