Pipeline Segment Work Paper (2 of 5)
NAESB Meeting 4/26/2007


The WGQ Pipeline Segment (Pipelines) believes the goal for the NAESB electronic tariff filing effort should be to assist the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission (Commission) in the development of an instruction manual for communicating tariff information to the Commission.  The Pipelines have previously submitted proposed NAESB standards.  The Pipelines feel that one definition and one standard would be sufficient for this process with the detailed requirements being provided in the Instruction Manual, in similar fashion to the instructions currently available for the filing of the Index of Customers.  This Instruction Manual will contain information such as the definitions, data tables and code values tables required for entities to complete an electronic tariff filing.

The Pipelines work product consists of the following 5 documents that are being provided separately to enhance readability:

1. Pipeline Segment Comments on the proposed standards as of April 12, 2007 (work paper previously submitted = work paper 1 of 5).
2. A draft of the proposed Instruction Manual referred to in the Pipeline Segment Work Paper posted for the April 26, 2007 NAESB meeting that provides comments on the proposed standards posted for the March 13, 2007 NAESB meeting (this document – Pipeline work paper 2 of 5).
3. Examples of an electronic tariff filing through a potential eTariff Filing Portal (Pipeline work paper 3 of 5).
4. Draft Reference Code Table (Pipeline work paper 4 of 5).
5. Additional Pipeline Segment Questions (work paper 5 of 5).

In order, to work toward a mutually beneficial process, the Pipelines took numerous steps to compile the necessary information for the following Instruction Manual, including:  
· Studied the data tables and example provided by the Commission Staff for the March 13, 2007 and April 26, 2007 NAESB meetings, respectively, in an effort to clarify and further define the data tables into a meaningful reference for non-technical users.  These data tables are the foundation upon which actual filing procedures will be developed.
· Documented in the included Electronic Tariff Filing Process Flow Diagram a proposed method of data delivery, which is key to this electronic process.  This process, as delineated on the flow chart, provides for a bifurcated submission process, which would allow for more flexibility for the submission of various types of tariff data.
· Compiled a draft reference code table based on the eTariff Filing Rules Listing as published on the FERC website.  This document indicates the codes for the various filing types, and the codes for the corresponding attachments and other information, such as whether or not the document (attachment) can be waived.  This table should be included in the Instruction Manual for easy reference.
· Developed an example of a natural gas tariff filing using a FERC website portal to demonstrate how a Company could utilize a web-based interface to electronically transmit a tariff filing.  This example includes mock-ups of what the website could look like and what types of menus could be available.
· To gain a better understanding of the Commission’s requirements, the Pipelines generated an additional list of questions for the Commission Staff, which is being provided in a separate work paper. 
Taken all together, the work product of the Pipelines should be viewed as a framework for a comprehensive electronic tariff filing solution for all of the affected energy industries.  While the following Instruction Manual is only a first draft, it is the Pipeline recommendation that it should form the basis of the Electronic Tariff Filing Instruction Manual to be included in the Commission order in Docket No. RM01-5-000.
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Introduction

This instruction manual is for use by an entity required to submit Tariff Filings to the Commission pursuant to Title 18 Code of Federal Regulations Parts 35, 154, 284, 341 or other Parts as required by the Commission.  Following is a guide describing the various processes/mechanisms, data tables, and reference tables used in the submission of Tariffs, OATTS, Rate Schedules, certain service agreements, Statement of Conditions, rates, and any other material the Commission requires a Company to file.
