WGQ/WEQ eTariff Work Paper of draft proposed business practice standards


x.1


Tariff Filer (“TF”) shall mean (1) any public utility that transmits electric energy in interstate commerce or sells electric energy at wholesale in interstate commerce pursuant to Part 35; (2) any interstate natural gas pipeline that transports gas for others pursuant to Part 157 or 284, (3) any intrastate pipeline, local distribution company or Hinshaw pipeline that transports gas for other pursuant to Part 284, (4) any oil pipeline that transport oil or natural gas liquids for other pursuant to Part 341, (4) a company filing tariffs pursuant to Part 300 or (5) any company that files reciprocity tariffs under Part 35.
x.2
Data Base shall mean compilation of all tariffs, OATTS, Rate Schedules, service agreements that are filed with the Commission, Statement of Conditions, rates and any other material the FERC requires to be filed in a data base format. (see #11).
x.3
Each TF shall have no more than one active Data Base.

x.4
A Field shall have defined formats and restricted values.

x.5
A Field may be mandatory or discretionary.

x.6
A Field is an element of a Record.

x.7
A single Record of a Data Base will consist of multiple Fields. 

x.8
A Record may contain a Field that is either plain text or a document (e.g. PDF File).

x.9
A Data Base shall have at least one Record.

x.10
A Tariff Filing should consist of a TF filing as defined in #1 above.
x.11
A Tariff Filing should include all components, as applicable:
a.
Transmittal Letter
b.
Notice
c.
supporting documents
d.
required Records of tariffs
e.
Tariffs
f.
OATTS
g.
Rates Schedules
h.
service agreements
i.
Statement of Conditions
j.
rates
k.
any other material the FERC requires to be filed in a Data Base format.

x.12
Type of Filing shall mean the specific FERC defined Tariff Filing that may be filed by a TF pursuant to Parts 35, 154, 284, 300, 341 or other Parts as required  by the FERC.

x.13
TFs will have two options to make Tariff Filings, either (1) Entire Document Option or (2) Sheet Option.

x.14
Entire Document Option means that TF submits its Tariff Filing as a single Data Base Record (e.g. one of the Record Fields includes a PDF File.)

x.15
The following information may be filed under the Entire Document Option


a.  Filings of tariffs, rate schedules, service agreements or jurisdictional contracts filed with the Commission that exist only on paper may be made as a scanned image or can be converted to electronic form.  If such filings are revised or amended, they must be filed in an electronic format either under the Entire Document Option or the Sheet Option.


b.  Oil tariffs, rate schedules or agreements of 25 pages or less, and any rate schedule or agreement (other than an open access transmission tariff) that is revised no more than once per annum may be filed in its entirety as a .pdf file.
1..  The .pdf file must be text searchable, without security protection, and if a table of contents exists in the tariff, rate schedule, or contract, it must include a hyperlinked table of contents.
2.  For all future revisions to any portion of the tariff, rate schedule, or agreement, the TF must file the entire tariff, rate schedule, or agreement as a single Data Base record.

3.  A company filing under the entire document option may choose to file under the sheet option by refiling its entire tariff, rate schedule, service agreement, or contract in that form.

x.15-A Open Access Transmission Tariffs, and other jurisdictional agreements that do not fall within the acceptable limits of the Entire Document Option, must be filed under the Sheet Option.
x.16
Sheet Option means that a TF submits each sheet as an individual Data Base Record (e.g. one of the Record Fields includes a sheet as an HTML File.)  [Note: If NAESB can reach agreement on a set of standards regarding granularity (i.e, section size), a TF could aggregate sheets and file larger portions of its tariff, rate schedule, or agreement]
x.17
When a TF selects the Sheet Option, for all future revisions, the TF shall only file the sheet(s) that contain revisions.

x. 16 A TF may elect in any filing to include as an attachment the complete tariff or any portion of the tariff it wishes in any filing format supported for attachments.

A Tariff Filing shall include the following information for each Record Field submitted by the TF:

Suspension Auto Motion indicator   Indicator to designate whether FERC suspensions are automatically motioned into effect at the end of the suspension (only applicable to certain filing types).
