Final Minutes

Welcome and Administrative Items
Mr. Sappenfield welcomed the meeting participants.  Ms. Kennedy read the antitrust guidelines.  Mr. Sappenfield reviewed the agenda.  Ms. Davis moved, seconded by Ms. Perlman, to adopt the agenda as drafted.  The motion passed without objection.
2.
Discussion of Approach the e-Tariff Subcommittee will take in the development of electronic tariff standards
Mr. Sappenfield stated that this one topic agenda conference call was scheduled to determine the approach the e-Tariff Subcommittee will take in the development of the electronic tariff standards.  FERC Staff submitted two work papers that were posted for this meeting:  FASTR Metadata Comparison Submitted by FERC Staff; Staff Response to Pipeline Questions Submitted by FERC Staff.  Mr. Sappenfield asked if participants had any comments or follow up on the FERC Staff work papers.  Ms. Davis stated that the Pipeline Segment had reviewed the work papers, but assumed they would be discussed at the June 4, 2007 meeting.
Mr. Sappenfield asked Mr. Bartholomot to review the work paper submitted by a coalition of members of the Wholesale Electric Quadrant (WEQ Coalition):  Wholesale Electric Quadrant Proposed NAESB Standard.  Mr. Bartholomot reviewed the work paper submitted by the WEQ Coalition.  Mr. Sappenfield noted that Section 5 of the work paper seems to promote the use of a web portal.  Mr. Bartholomot stated that a web portal is the preferred approach by the WEQ Coalition, if the proposal is further streamlined.  Mr. Bartholomot stated that the WEQ Coalition would like to see the standard proposed in the WEQ Coalition work paper used as a basis for the standard that is ultimately adopted as the NAESB standard.  Ms. McQuade noted that the WEQ Coalition work paper was drafted using the formatting that is used in the WEQ standards.  Ms. Davis stated that the WGQ standards are formatted differently.  She stated that it is important that the format is agreed upon by both the WEQ and WGQ.  Mr. Novak suggested that the group focus on the substance of the standards first.  Mr. Bartholomot stated that the WEQ Coalition work paper was intended to be a platform to build on for the rest of the standards development effort, by describing the basic elements of the e-tariff process.  Ms. Davis stated that in February it was determined that the scope of this subcommittee would be defined as the development of the communication model to transfer the tariff data from Point A to Point B, and not to tell FERC what would be included in the FERC database.  The subcommittee was created to develop the standards for the data requirements for submission of electronic tariff documents.  Mr. Bartholomot stated that the WEQ Coalition work paper is a package of provisions dealing with what information will be transmitted to FERC and how, to give all parties a basic understanding of the standard.  Ms. Van Pelt stated that the NAESB standards can only standardize the industry performance, and cannot require the FERC to perform in a certain way.  Ms. Van Pelt stated that the Pipeline Segment supports the web portal function for filing tariffs.
Ms. Daly asked if it was the consensus of the subcommittee to move forward with the development of standards to support a web portal function.  Mr. Sappenfield stated that the EEI work paper promotes a web portal and the Pipeline Segment supports the use of a web portal.  Mr. Novak stated that the LDC segment wanted to ensure that the data is text searchable.  Ms. Davis stated that the work paper submitted by the Pipeline Segment, Pipeline Segment Work Paper, takes on a traditional approach that defines the business process and an instruction manual that will describe the implementation of the standards.
Ms. Daly noted that there had not been objection to the web portal approach.  The agenda for the June 4 meeting will include a review of the data elements needed to move forward with the web portal functionality.  Mr. Sappenfield suggested that EEI and the Pipeline Segment review the data elements FERC Staff submitted in its work papers.

Mr. Hairston suggested that the number of metadata elements be restricted for the web portal functionality, and that the subcommittee should identify the ones that FERC could populate and facilitate with pull down menus.  Mr. Goldenberg stated that FERC Staff is not authorized to waive the metadata requirements that have been put forward as needed for the development of an e-Tariff filing mechanism.  Ms. Davis stated that the Pipeline Segment would produce a streamlined version of their work papers for the June 4, 2007 meeting based off the metadata FERC Staff has reported that is necessary.
After further discussion, Ms. Daly stated that the subcommittee would move forward with the web portal function for the June 4, 2007 meeting.  Mr. Sappenfield stated that during the June  4, 2007 meeting, the subcommittee will discuss the web portal option further and will go through the metadata in light of the web portal approach.  FERC Staff will review the web portal option and its metadata requirements first.  If time permits, then other work papers will be reviewed.  The review will include determination of which data will be provided by the FERC and which data will be submitted by the filer.  Participants should also be prepared to discuss the formatting of the standard and manual in addition to the metadata elements.  Ms. Van Pelt suggested that as we go through the metadata at the June 4, 2007 meeting, that if technical issues come up, they be moved to a ‘parking lot’ of issues to be addressed later.  The deadline for submittal of work papers for the June 4, 2007 meeting is May 30, 2007.  Work papers should be submitted to the NAESB office for posting on the e-Tariff Subcommittee page.
