Pipeline Segment Work Paper for 

NAESB eTariff Conference Call May 21, 2007


It is the understanding of the Pipeline Segment that the discussion on the May 21, 2007 NAESB conference call will be to determine an approach for moving forward in the NAESB process.  Accordingly, the discussion should be limited to the following topics and that the development of any specific business standards should be the subject of future NAESB meetings. 
1)
Determine the scoping parameters – what NAESB will/will not address through the course of the eTariff process - including development of a scoping document.
· Topics in scope for NAESB to discuss / address: 
· Understand the difference between “business standards” and “implementation standards” 

· Business Standards – standard(s) that define general business procedures between two parties (not internal to one party) without getting into the technical aspects of what needs to be included in the communication or the technical aspects of how such communication is accomplished. 

· Implementation Standards - file formats, data elements, metadata, etc. 

· Mechanism to get tariff filings from Point A to Point B
· Develop business standards and implementation instructions.
· Topics out of scope for NAESB:
· Public Viewer 
· Baseline tariff filings and timing thereof 

· Grandfathering
· Ownership of tariff

· eLibrary functionality
· Modifications to regulated entities tariff posting requirements, if any, should be submitted through the NAESB standard request process and will not be included in the current NAESB eTariff process.

Discussions / Approach for future meetings to be accomplished in the following order:
· Initially focus on business standards

· Agree on a mechanism to get tariff filings from Point A to Point B
· Develop additional instructions for the technical subcommittee, as necessary
· Transfer the agreed upon business standards and the additional instructions to the technical subcommittee(s)
· Technical subcommittee(s) will develop user friendly implementation instructions

· Then follow the established NAESB process for industry comments, Executive Committee(s) vote and member ratification
