What alternative solutions will there be for the submission of filings if the electronic filing mechanism is unavailable for use?

Will peak usage congestion be monitored? If congestion occurs, how will it be resolved?

3.
When will the submission be deemed to be ‘accepted’? (i.e., when sent or when verified?)

4.     Is the current submission deadline of 5:00 pm Eastern time still necessary for electronic filings?

5.
Will minimum technical requirements and versions for software be defined? 

6.    Will the Tariff Submitter be notified of the status of a filing (e.g., acceptance, notice, order) via email as is currently done?

7.    Will there be a validation based on the currently effective sheet/section/whole document at the time of filing?

8.    Will we be able to see the status/content of a portion of a tariff in the FERC database and if so, how?

9.    What will be the resolution process if there is a disagreement between the FERC database and the Tariff Submitter’s database?

10.   Will there be a “sandbox” for user testing and validation and will it be maintained on an ongoing basis?
