Welcome and Administrative Items
Mr. Sappenfield opened the meeting and welcomed the meeting participants.  Ms. Kennedy read the antitrust guidelines.  The subcommittee reviewed the draft agenda.  Mr. Bartholomot moved, seconded by Ms. Nagle to adopt the agenda as drafted.  The motion passed without objection.
2.
Adoption of Minutes from April 26 meeting; May 21 conference call; and June 4 meeting
April 26, 2007:  Next, the subcommittee reviewed the draft minutes from the April 26, 2007 meeting.  Redlines were submitted by Ms. Davis and Mr. Bartholomot.  The subcommittee agreed to work off of the redlines submitted by Mr. Bartholomot as his drafts also included the redlines submitted by Ms. Davis.
Page 1:  No additional changes were suggested other than the redlines submitted by Ms. Davis.

Page 2:  The changes suggested by Ms. Davis and Mr. Bartholomot were accepted.

Page 3:  The modifications suggested by Ms. Davis and Mr. Bartholomot were accepted except where noted.

The modification suggested by Mr. Bartholomot in the second full paragraph was revised to state “The regulations contained in Order 614 could be amended, for example to modify current pagination and other such requirements.”

The modification suggested by Ms. Davis in the fourth full paragraph where the phrase “…and how it shows up in the Table of Contents.” was removed from the discussion of the Record Number and instead added to modify the description of Record Collation Value.

May 21, 2007:  Next, the subcommittee reviewed the draft minutes from the May 21, 2007 conference call.  Redlines were submitted by Ms. Davis and Mr. Bartholomot.  The subcommittee agreed to work off of the redlines submitted by Mr. Bartholomot as his drafts also included the redlines submitted by Ms. Davis.
Page 1:  The description of the work paper was revised to state “…submitted by a coalition of members of the Wholesale Electric Quadrant (WEQ Coalition)” and WEQ Coalition was substituted where needed throughout the document.  The rest of the modifications submitted by Ms. Davis and Mr. Bartholomot were accepted.
Page 2:  The modifications suggested by Ms. Davis and Mr. Bartholomot were accepted as submitted.  A grammatical error was corrected.

Page 3:  The modifications suggested by Ms. Davis were accepted.  Mr. Hairston and Ms. McCain were added to the attendance list.

Page 4:  The modifications suggested by Ms. Davis were accepted.  Ms. Snyder and Ms. Swamy were added to the attendance list.

Mr. Bartholomot moved, seconded by Ms. McCain, to adopt the minutes as revised.  The motion passed without objection.  The final minutes from the May 21, 2007 conference call are posted on the NAESB website:  Final Minutes.
June 4, 2007:  Next, the subcommittee reviewed the draft minutes from the June 4, 2007 conference call.  Redlines were submitted by Ms. Davis and Mr. Bartholomot.  The subcommittee agreed to work off of the redlines submitted by Mr. Bartholomot as his drafts also included the redlines submitted by Ms. Davis.
Page 1:  The modifications suggested by Ms. Davis were accepted except where noted.

Mr. K. Pierce stated that the last sentence of the first paragraph of Section 2 suggested by Ms. Davis should be revised so that the word “data” is deleted.

Page 2:  The modifications suggested by Ms. Davis and Mr. Bartholomot were accepted except where noted.
The last sentence of Database Identifier was revised to state:  “Mr. K. Pierce stated that when you have multiple databases, it reduces the ability of a company to do research on their own tariff database.”
For Type of Filing/Filing Reference Code, the phrase “…via a drop down menu” was deleted.

Page 3:  The modifications suggested by Ms. Davis and Mr. Bartholomot were accepted as submitted.  In addition, for the first sentence of Waiver Requested, the phrase “at least some” was added to the first sentence.

Page 4:  The modifications suggested by Ms. Davis and Mr. Bartholomot were accepted except where noted.

For the Record Identifier, it was noted that the Record Identifier will not change over time.  It was noted that by using the Record Identifier and Record Title fields in conjunction with the Record Number the Table of Contents and tariff will be generated electronically by FERC.  For Record Number, the possibility that this field could be deleted was removed from the redlines. The same change was made for Record Collation Value.  For Record Parent or Container Identifier, it was noted that these fields establish the hierarchy used to display the Table of Contents and tariff in the proper order.
Page 5:  The modifications suggested by Ms. Davis and Mr. Bartholomot were accepted except where noted.

For Record Raw Data, it was noted that the size limit is based upon eLibrary specifications.  Other minor modifications were made.

Page 6:  The modifications suggested by Ms. Davis were accepted as submitted.

Page 7:  The modifications suggested by Ms. Davis were accepted as submitted.

Page 8:  The modifications suggested by Ms. Davis were accepted as submitted.

Page 9:  The modifications suggested by Ms. Davis were accepted as submitted.

Page 10:  The modifications suggested by Ms. Davis were accepted as submitted.  The attendance of Ms. McCain was recorded.  Mr. Petersen’s Quadrant and Segment designation was revised.

Page 11:  The modifications suggested by Ms. Davis were accepted as submitted.  Ms. Simpson’s company was corrected.  The attendance of Mr. Stroh was added.

Page 12:  The modifications suggested by Ms. Davis were accepted as submitted.

Ms. Davis moved, seconded by Ms. McCain, to adopt the minutes as revised.  The motion passed without objection.  The final minutes from the June 4, 2007 e-Tariff meeting are posted on the NAESB website:  Final Minutes.

Discussion on Agenda for July 27th meeting

Mr. Sappenfield stated that Mr. Brooks and others have been working to draft a strawman document for the XML schema.  It is the goal of this technical group to hold an informal conference call prior to the July 27 meeting.  The agenda for the July 27, 2007 meeting will include time for this technical group to present what they have been able to accomplish between the June 4, 2007 and July 27, 2007 meetings.
Mr. Sappenfield stated that the focus of the agenda for the July 27, 2007 meeting will be Option A web portal design with the components currently contemplated:  the metadata spreadsheet, the definitions that need to be developed, and the electronic transfer methodology which will be initially developed by the technical XML working group.  Mr. Sappenfield stated that since the LDC and EEI work papers had not been addressed by the subcommittee as a whole, he would review the work papers and draft chair’s comments that will be posted as work papers for the July 27, 2007 meeting.  The chair’s comments will note whether elements of the LDC and EEI work papers are:  1) in scope and discussed at the June 4, 2007 meeting; 2) in scope and still needs to be discussed; or 3) out of scope.  The July 27, 2007 meeting agenda will be posted by July 13, 2007.

Ms. Davis stated that she recommended that the technical group meet in person in order to review the Pipeline Segment proposal as well as the FERC proposal.  Mr. Bartholomot stated that the WEQ Coalition proposed a standard that would provide a foundation to promote discussion of what information would come through the web portal.  Mr. Bartholomot suggested that the e-Tariff Subcommittee work to update the WEQ Coalition work paper to reflect the use of the web portal option to give participants a sense of understanding and comfort with the standards and the metadata that will be included.  Mr. Bartholomot stated that the use of the WEQ Coalition work paper updated for the web portal option would avoid a repeat of the June 4, 2007 meeting where the discussion went straight to the metadata elements.
Ms. McQuade asked if there would be any problem with voting to use Option A and the metadata during the July 27, 2007 meeting.  Mr. Bartholomot stated that people would appreciate more discussion.  Ms. Key stated that the reason the WEQ would not want to yet vote to use Option A because they do not know the scope of what will have to be filed as an initial baseline, such as whether every single schedule and filed service agreement will have to be submitted within a certain time frame through the web portal.  Ms. Daly stated that it is not within the scope of the NAESB subcommittee to determine what will be filed at the FERC through the web portal and when it will be required to be filed with the FERC, that determination will be made by the FERC.

Ms. Van Pelt stated that the WEQ and WGQ both have a great deal of work that needs attention in addition to the e-Tariff effort.  She stated that the metadata development is complete and should not be discussed over and over again and she added that the subcommittee should not spend time discussing issues that will be determined by the FERC and that are out of scope for the NAESB subcommittee.

Mr. Sappenfield stated that Mr. Bartholmot could send an updated work paper so that Mr. Sappenfield can make chair’s comments on the work paper for use at the July 27, 2007 meeting.  Mr. Sappenfield stated that he would take the discussion under advisement when the chairs draft the agenda for the July 27, 2007 meeting.
