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General Questions 


Issues to be addressed in the Technical Implementation of Business Processes section of the Implementation Guide:

When will the submission be deemed to be ‘accepted’?  (i.e., when sent or when verified?)

2.
Is the current submission deadline of 5:00 pm Eastern time still necessary for electronic tariff filings or will it be midnight Eastern time as suggested in the NOPR issued July 23, 2007 in Docket No. RM07-16-000?

Will the Tariff Submitter be notified of the status of a filing (e.g., acceptance, notice, order) via email as is currently done?

Will there be a validation based on the currently effective sheet/section/whole document at the time of filing?

Will the Tariff Submitter be able to see the status/content of a portion of a tariff in the FERC database and if so, how?

6.
What will be the resolution process if there is a disagreement between the FERC database and the Tariff Submitter’s database?

What procedure will there be for the filing of Tariff Filing related motions, rehearing, and protests?

Can we motion tariff sheets in to effect without making an eTariff filing?
