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Issues for FERC to Address in NOPR / Final Order


Existing regulations / guidelines that need modification to comport with the NAESB WGQ / WEQ eTariff proposal: (Note:  The following are examples and it is not a complete list at this time.)
a.
Order Nos. 614 and 582 - Given the inclusion of the data elements in the data table for Filing Data, the “Company Authorizing Person”, delete “Issuer” and “Title” in the footer.
b.
Order 614 – Tariff Submitters will no longer need to identify in the footer the order as to which a compliance filing pertains. 
c.
Order 614 – Tariff Submitters should no longer need to identify the tariff, rate schedule, or service agreement designation (including revision number) in the header, (possibly it should be identified on the cover).
d.
Order 614 – Given the inclusion of the data element Tariff Record Title in the data table for Tariff Record Content Data, should no longer need to include a Sheet designation in the header.
e.
Order 614 – Given the inclusion of the data element Tariff Record Effective Date in the data table for Tariff Record Content Data, should no longer need to include either the Issued on date or Effective Date in the footer.

f.
Order 614 - Currently the Whole Document option is the only option permitted for Service Agreements that are required to be filed.  The Commission should indicate whether a Section-based (or Sheet-based) approach may be used.

g.
Order 582 - Pipeline Tariff Filings are currently prepared using the criteria found in Docket No. RM95-3-001 (Order 582).  In that order under “General Instructions”, #1 it lists the “TF Schedule” which is the metadata currently required to be included on the ASCII formatted electronic copy of any tariff filings.  Delete these General Instructions so as to not conflict with the NAESB WGQ / WEQ eTariff proposal.
h.
Order 582 - Docket No. RM95-3-001 (Order 582) gives the specific requirements for page setup including margins, number of characters per line and number of lines per page.  Delete these criteria for tariff filings as they are moot based on the formatting being stripped out of the Record Plain Text?
