LDC Segment Proposed Standards

LDC.x.1 Documents submitted though the eTariff system should be text searchable and otherwise compliant with the Commission’s GUIDELINES FOR SUBMISSION OF CDs, DVDs, AND OTHER ELECTRONIC MEDIA noticed April 12, 2007.
[This question on compliance with FERC Guidelines or Regulations is not germane for  this focus of standards development.  This comment/concern will be included in a separate list of “Participant’s Comments and Concerns” appended to NAESB’s eTariff filing at FERC.  Please note the FERC Staff stated that if there is a problem with the filing (e.g. non-compliance with these guidelines) the system will generate a rejection notice from the Office of Secretary.  This presumes that the eTariff filling will need to comply with all applicable regulations for both eTariff and eLibrary.  See 03-13-07 Meeting Minutes, Questions 18 and 19 on page 7.  ]
LDC.x.2 For tariff sheets submitted through the eTariff system containing the rates charged to their customers, interstate pipelines should supplement PDF versions with spreadsheets containing numeric rate components and where applicable, formulae used to compute total applicable rates.

LDC.x.3 For eTariff filing purposes, an interstate pipeline’s tariff should be divided into “eSections” corresponding to individual rate schedules, current sections with the General Terms & Conditions and other logical groupings, e.g. maps, rates, cover page/table of contents & preliminary statement.

LDC.x.4 When an interstate pipeline submits a sheet based eTariff filing, the meta data should identify the eSection to which the sheet belongs. The meta data related to eSection should include the version number of that eSection that is being filed – similar to current practice where a pipeline indicates, e.g. “Fourth Revised Sheet 174” to indicate that there are three prior versions of Sheet 174.

[This question on meta data requirements related to eSection flings was discussed under Meta Data lines 36, 37, 38 and 39 on page 4 of the 06-04-2007 Meeting minutes.  This issue requires further discussion by the technical group or Subcommittee to see if this concern on sheet labeling can be accommodated using the Meta Data fields.
