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Proposed Definitions and Standard


The Gas / Electric / Oil Coalition believes that only five definitions and one standard are necessary:

D1
Tariff Submitter is the term used to describe any entity that is required to submit Tariff Filings pursuant to Title 18 Code of Federal Regulations Parts 35, 154, 284, 341 or other Parts as required by the Commission.

D2
Tariff Filing is the term used to describe a compilation of all document(s), associated data and supporting documents that is required to be filed by a Tariff Submitter pursuant to Title 18 Code of Federal Regulations Parts 35, 154, 284, 341 or other Parts as required by the Commission.  

D3
Tariff Record is the term used to describe a sheet, section or complete tariff document filed with the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission. 
D4
Whole Document Format is the term used to describe an entire tariff submitted as a single Tariff Record within the Commission-defined constraints.

D5
Sheet-based Format or Section-based Format is the term used to describe a Tariff Record that is submitted in logically divided portions within the Commission-defined constraints.

S1
A Tariff Submitter should upload a Tariff Filing or components of a Tariff Filing and corresponding revisions, using a Sheet-based Format, Section-based Format or Whole Document Format for the Tariff Record(s), pursuant to the requirements as set forth in NAESB WGQ Standard [0.4.z] / NAESB WEQ Standard [X].
