eTariff Technical Task Force (eTTF) Charter

Mission:

The eTTF will create technical standards and supporting documentation (e.g. XML schema, samples, style sheets, etc.) to enable the electronic filing of tariff documents to the FERC, based on the NAESB eTariff business subcommittee requirements.

Process:

The eTTF is comprised of individuals with technical expertise in the areas of tariff management and electronic transaction processing software systems. The eTTF works in close collaboration with the eTariff business subcommittee, which is responsible, within the limits defined by FERC Staff, for defining all business level requirements and constraints which the eTTF must satisfy.  The eTTF will use business documentation and FERC requirements, along with currently available technology to provide a fully defined electronic tariff filing standard and associated documentation.  Due to timing and resource availability, the eTTF process operates in parallel with the business subcommittee using an iterative design methodology. This process could result in the details of the technical solution changing as business and/or FERC requirements evolve.
