Dear GEIC Members -

Thank you so much for your quick responses.  Our office received several corrections by end of business Friday, 1-13-06 -- from Valerie Crockett, Mike Novak, Ron Mucci and Pete Frost, to correct several items to reflect the discussions held on 1-11-06.  Some of the edits were not discussed or not agreed to on 1-11-06 and as such were not included in the report: part of a paragraph be deleted (change 1), and to change the text of the item drafted by Valerie Crockett (change 2):
Change 1:  Delete text shown as struck (reference page 5 of 22, line 171 for original text):

As noted in the prior report of June 27, to accomplish the above standards development efforts will demand extraordinary coordination of the industry participants of both the natural gas and electric wholesale markets.  Items 1-3 (all gas related) have some policies or statements in individual pipeline tariffs that may support the standards development but would clearly benefit from a direction provided by the FERC to support the much needed consensus building.  Items 4-6 do not have specific policies in place today, and would require direction from FERC if consensus within the two industries would be achievable.
Change 2: Delete text shown as struck (reference page 5 of 22, line 141 for original text):

Item 4.         ...  This disconnect leaves some generators two main options of either a) purchase and nominate gas transportation on a timely basis and risk not having their bid subsequently clear the power market or,b) wait to see if their bid clears the power market and risk relying upon the intraday gas transportation nominations without the level of assurances offered in the timely cycle for firm gas transportation services.    Non-organized electric markets add another layer of timelines.  As with #2 above, another debated point was the need and amount of change required by each of the two industries in coming to workable solutions.
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
