Mr. Love stated that NAESB WGQ Standard 4.3.6 is referenced in Interpretation 7.3.35.  He stated the Business Practices Subcommittee, in its action to update the NAESB WGQ Standards for FERC Order 2004, has voted to delete standard NAESB WGQ Standard 4.3.6 and add a new standard 4.3.23.  Mr. Love reviewed the text of the proposed standard.  Mr. Love reviewed the proposed modification to Interpretation 7.3.35 (posted as a work paper for this meeting).  Mr. Love characterized the modification to the interpretation as the replacement of 4.3.6 with 4.3.23 and deletion of some examples of types of notices.  

After limited discussion, Ms. McVicker moved, seconded by Mr. Novak, to accept the changes to Interpretation 7.3.35 contingent upon the BPS recommendation being accepted by the Executive Committee.  Mr. Novak, Mr. Love and Ms. McVicker voted in favor of the motion.  [Subsequent to the meeting it was determined that the motion passed unanimously through the notational vote.]
