Final Minutes
1. Welcome
This conference call was a working session of the REQ and RGQ Executive Committees to continue drafting the joint 2006 REQ and RGQ Annual Plan.  Ms. Kennedy read the antitrust guidelines.  Mr. Novak suggested adding a new agenda item 2 – Review of the Draft Minutes from the November 8, 2005 call.  Ms. Kiselewich moved, seconded by Mr. Precht, to adopt the agenda as modified.  The agenda was adopted without objection.  Ms. Ray presented proposed modifications to the draft minutes from the November 8, 2005 conference call.  Ms. Kiselewich moved, seconded by Mr. Overtree to adopt the minutes as modified.  The final minutes are posted on the NAESB website http://www.naesb.org/pdf2/req_rgq_aplan110805fm.doc.
2. Review of Comments and Identify Changes to the Joint REQ and RGQ Annual Plan for 2006
The committee reviewed the proposed 2006 Joint Retail Gas Quadrant and Retail Electric Quadrant Annual Plan drafted during the November 8, 2005 conference call and posted as a work paper (http://www.naesb.org/pdf2/req_rgq_aplan110805w3.doc).  The modifications made during this conference call are fully reflected in the 2006 Draft Annual Plan posted as an attachment to these minutes.
Ms. Ray submitted comments on the Draft 2006 plan.  Ms. Ray commented that Items 1 and 2 were listed with subsection “a” only.  She stated that if there is no subsection “b”, then there should not be a subsection “a”.  Mr. Precht stated that Items 1 and 2 should keep the topic headings.  Mr. Precht requested that Item 3 be modified to include a topic heading.  Electronic Retail Billing was added as the topic heading for Item 3.
Ms. McCain suggested separating the Future Activities section into Joint Activities, Items for the RGQ Only, and Items for the REQ Only.  Ms. McQuade stated she would make this modification to the plan.
Ms. Alexander stated that the proposed Future Activities Item to develop business practice standards related to the Effectiveness Study of Competitive Wholesale Markets should be deleted from the proposed plan due to jurisdictional issues.  Ms. Alexander stated that the group organized to oversee the study is a federal task force.  Mr. Novak stated that NAESB may be requested to provide data to aid in the study.  Mr. Novak stated that the item could be deleted off the plan, but that retail quadrant participants should note that the issue could arise in the future.
Ms. Alexander moved, seconded by Ms. Ray, to delete the Future Activities Item “Develop business practice standards as related to the Effectiveness Study of Competitive Wholesale Markets (Congressional Mandate), Electric Energy Market Competition Task Force, Docket No. AD05-17-000, issued by the FERC on October 13, 2005.”  The motion passed unanimously.
Mr. Precht moved, seconded by Ms. Edwards, to forward the proposed 2006 Joint Retail Quadrant Annual Plan to the Retail Electric Quadrant and Retail Gas Quadrant Executive Committees for review and adoption.  The motion passed without objection.
3. Next Steps
Ms. McQuade will make the modifications discussed during the conference call and distribute the document to the RGQ Executive Committee members and REQ Executive Committee members for a final review.  The proposed 2006 Joint Retail Quadrant Annual Plan will then be distributed to the REQ and RGQ membership to request comments.  The REQ and RGQ Executive Committees will consider and approve the 2006 Annual Plan at the meeting on November 30, 2005.  The plan will be forwarded to the NAESB Board of Directors for consideration and approval on December 13, 2005.
4. Adjourn
Ms. McCain moved, seconded by Ms. Edwards, to adjourn.  The meeting adjourned at 3:41 pm.
