Joint Contracts Subcommittee
Conference Call – October 4, 2005
Final Minutes
1. Administrative

Mr. Overtree opened the meeting and welcomed the meeting participants.  Ms. Kennedy read the antitrust guidelines.  Mr. Overtree stated that he is the co-chair for the REQ Contracts Subcommittee and Ms. McCain and Ms. Calcagno are the co-chairs for the RGQ Contracts Subcommittee.  Mr. Overtree stated that NAESB received a Request for Standards Development from Energy Window to develop a model electric retail contract (Request No. R05013).  At the August 24, 2005 meeting, the Joint REQ and RGQ Executive Committees decided that the Contracts Subcommittee should work to draft a model contract that will be applicable in both the retail electric and retail gas markets.
2. Joint Contracts Subcommittee Draft Agenda
Ms. Fudali moved, seconded by Ms. Ray, to adopt the draft agenda.  The agenda was adopted unanimously.
3. Joint Contracts Subcommittee Draft Mission Statement(s)
Ms. McCain stated that she drafted Mission Statements for the Contracts Subcommittee for each quadrant by modifying the Mission Statements for the REQ and RGQ Business Practices Subcommittee.  The draft Contracts Subcommittee Mission Statements are posted on the Contracts Subcommittee page:  http://www.naesb.org/retail_contracts.asp.
Mr. Overtree stated that Ms. Alexander could not participate in the conference call, but sent comments via e-mail to the NAESB office and Contracts Subcommittee co-chairs requesting that the work of the Subcommittee on the Energy Windows request be limited to non-residential customer model contracts.  The participants supported Ms. Alexander’s comments and agreed the Mission Statements should be modified to state that the work of the Contracts Subcommittee would be limited to the non-residential retail electricity market and the non-residential retail gas market.  Mr. Overtree suggested modifying the REQ Contracts Subcommittee Mission Statement by inserting the word “non-residential” before “retail electricity market” in the introductory paragraph, inserting the words “non-residential retail” before “electric market” in Item Number 1, and making the equivalent modifications to the RGQ Contracts Subcommittee Mission Statement.  There was no objection to these changes.  The participants noted that if a need to develop model contracts applicable to residential customers arose in the future, the Mission Statements could be modified.
Ms. McCain moved to adopt the REQ Contracts Subcommittee Mission Statement and the RGQ Contracts Subcommittee Mission Statement with the proposed modifications and to forward the statements to the Retail Electric Quadrant Executive Committee and Retail Gas Quadrant Executive Committee for final approval.  Ms. Ray seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  Mr. Overtree stated that the Mission Statements would be presented to the Joint Retail Executive Committees at the meeting on November 30.

4. Energy Window Request for Nationwide Standards Form Retail Gas and Electric 
Contract
Mr. Overtree asked participants that represent the retail gas quadrant to comment on whether a contract for the retail gas market should be developed.  Ms. Fudali stated that there is a need for a retail gas contract and that many companies are currently adapting the NAESB Base Contract for use in the retail market.  She added that large account end use customers would likely be willing to participate in the Contracts Subcommittee in order to get a retail base contract developed.
Ms. Davis noted that the Wholesale Gas Quadrant Contracts Subcommittee is in the beginning stages of updating the Base Contract pursuant to Request No. R05014.  Ms. McCain stated that the Retail Contracts Subcommittee participants should track the efforts of the WGQ Contracts Subcommittee.
Ms. Fudali stated that she would provide an example at the next meeting of how she has adapted the NAESB Base Contract for use in the retail gas market.  Mr. Overtree stated he would provide an example of a retail electric agreement at the next meeting.  Ms. McCain stated that it was important that representatives from Energy Window, the requestor of Request No. R05013, be present on the next conference call to be able to answer questions about the request.

At the next meeting, the committee will review the progress of the WGQ Contracts Subcommittee, review the example retail forms that are submitted, and discuss the request with representatives of Energy Window.  The next conference call is scheduled on October 12, 2005 from 1:30 pm to 3:30 pm Central.
5. Adjournment
Ms. Fudali moved, seconded by Ms. Lovett to adjourn.  The meeting adjourned at 11:25 a.m. Central.

6. Action Items

· The co-chairs will present the Mission Statements for approval by the REQ and RGQ Executive Committees at the meeting on November 30, 2005.

· Ms. Fudali and Mr. Overtree will provide examples of retail gas and retail electric contract forms for review during the October 12 conference call.
