1.
Welcome

Ms. Kiselewich called the meeting to order and welcomed the Executive Committee members and other participants.  Ms. Kennedy gave the antitrust advice and called the roll of the Retail Electric Quadrant (REQ) and Retail Gas Quadrant (RGQ) Executive Committee members.  A quorum was established for both the REQ and RGQ.
2.  
Joint Retail Electric Quadrant & Retail Gas Quadrant Draft Agenda & Draft Minutes

Adoption of Joint Agenda:  Ms. Kiselewich reviewed the agenda.  Ms. McCain requested to strike Item 7 - Trading Partner Agreement and User’s Guide (R04017) – Discussion Only from the agenda.  Ms. McCain said that since Request R04017 was assigned to the Wholesale Gas Quadrant (WGQ) and both Retail Quadrants, discussion about the Trading Partner Agreement should be postponed until the three quadrants can meet jointly to review any comments.  Ms. Ray requested to add an update on Retail Quadrant Executive Committee Alternates to New Business.  Ms. Kiselewich proposed adding the following topics to New Business:  an update from the Wholesale Quadrants, an update on the Energy Day Subcommittee, discussion of the leadership of the REQ Executive Committee, and future meetings of the Retail Electric and Retail Gas Quadrants’ Executive Committees.  Ms. Edwards requested to add discussion of the letter NAESB received from Wal-Mart to New Business.  Ms. Kiselewich also proposed to add an agenda item titled Resolution on Electronic Implementation as new Item 5.  Ms. McCain moved, seconded by Mr. Zollars, to adopt the modified agenda.  The motion passed unanimously.
Adoption of Draft Minutes:  The draft minutes from the June 2, 2004 Joint REQ and RGQ Executive Committee conference call were reviewed.  Mr. Connell moved, seconded by Ms. Burnett, to adopt the minutes as written.  The motion passed unanimously.
The draft minutes from the November 17, 2004 Joint REQ and RGQ Executive Committee meeting were reviewed.  Ms. Ray requested that future minutes include a brief description of any request that is referenced in the minutes in addition to the Request number.  There was general agreement to this practice.  Several modifications were made.  Ms. McCain moved, seconded by Mr. Precht to adopt the modified minutes.  The motion passed unanimously.

Subcommittee reports 
Triage Subcommittee:  Ms. Kiselewich reviewed the action taken at the January 10 Triage Subcommittee meeting.  She stated that all requests for standards development were assigned to the Wholesale Gas and Wholesale Electric Quadrants.
Customer Processes Subcommittee (CPS):  Mr. Alston gave the report.  He stated the CPS has continued to develop model business practices for Billing and Payments and has started work on Request No. R04034 (Amend REQ/RGQ billing and payment MBPs in light of creditworthiness MBPs, revise the overview section and delete section 2.6).  Mr. Alston said most of the work on Request No. R04034 has been completed, with the exception of the proposal to remove the single retailer section of the model business practices.  This matter will be included in the outstanding work of the CPS that is transferred to the Retail Quadrants’ Business Practices Subcommittee (BPS).  The CPS will also forward the payment notification requirements model business practices, and the notification process relative to the model business practices for termination of the billing process to the BPS.  The Technical Electronic Implementation Subcommittee (TEIS) is reviewing the model business practices drafted by the CPS and will provide comments to the CPS.  After review of TEIS’ comments, the committee will forward the business practices to the Executive Committee.  Mr. Zollars said that the portion of Request No. R04034 that seeks to re-examine the Overview sections of the model business practices to ensure consistency with other NAESB model business practices has not been addressed by the CPS.  Mr. Precht noted that the Overview sections of the model business practices would be discussed under Agenda Item 4.
Supplier Utility Interface Subcommittee (SUIS):  Ms. Edwards gave the report.  The SUIS and WGQ Contracts committee voted to send the recommendation for Request No. R04017 (Request to modify WGQ Standard 6.3.3, Trading Partner Agreement, to allow its application in both retail and wholesale markets) to the Retail Gas and Retail Electric Executive Committees and the Wholesale Gas Executive Committee at its meeting on January 6, 2004.  Ms. Edwards reported that minor changes were made to the existing Trading Partner Agreement for use in retail markets and that the comment period ends on February 11.  The SUIS also developed a User’s Guide to the Trading Partner Agreement that was included in the recommendation to the REQ & RGQ Executive Committees.  Mr. Precht added that the Trading Partner Agreement was the only outstanding issue for the SUIS.  Ms. Kiselewich commended Mr. Newbold and the SUIS for completing their work.
Technical Electronic Implementation Subcommittee (TEIS):  Mr. Jarrett gave the report.  The Quadrant EDM is projected to be complete by the end of the first quarter.  The Quadrant EDM standards include a placeholder for glossary items.  The data dictionaries and technical details for the Billing & Payments Model Business Practices are on schedule for completion by the second quarter of 2005.  Dominion is hosting a meeting for the TEIS scheduled for February 23 – 24, 2005.

Glossary Subcommittee: The Glossary Subcommittee has not been active since the last Executive Committee meeting.  Ms. Kiselewich reported that Mr. Sytsma reviewed the software application NAESB staff created for the WEQ glossary and recommended use for the retail quadrants as well.  The WEQ glossary application includes terms not defined and approved in standards.  The Executive Committee members agreed to adapt the wholesale electric quadrant application for use in the retail quadrants.  The Executive Committee members agreed the retail glossary will include terms that are not specifically approved as part of model business practices.  Ms. Kiselewich stated that to date, the Glossary Subcommittee has not been presented with any requests to review terms.  
Ms. McCain asked if the glossary application will identify which terms have been adopted in standards.  Ms. McQuade said the database includes an aging mechanism, the source of the term, and if the term is defined in an approved standard.  If the term is defined in an approved standard, the glossary entry will include a direct link to the standard.

Proposed Changes to the 2005 Annual Plans:  Updates to the 2005 Annual Plan of the two quadrants were discussed.  There was extended discussion on Items 1 (a) and 1 (c) on the Annual Plan of the two quadrants.  The group decided that the BPS would continue any work the CPS has not completed.  It was the consensus of the group to change the Assignment of 1 (c) on the Annual Plan of the two quadrants to read:  No action necessary, to be completed by CPS/BPS, pursuant to item 1 (a).
Item 1 (b) on the two Annual Plans was modified to reference Request Number R04034 instead of R03034.  Mr. Precht requested the Completion of Item 3 on the two Annual Plans be changed to 2nd quarter.  The Completion of Item 5 was changed to Ongoing on the RGQ Annual Plan to correspond with the Completion of Item 5 in the REQ Annual Plan.
REQ Approval:  Mr. Minneman moved, seconded by Mr. Overtree, to adopt the revised REQ Annual plan.  The motion passed unanimously.

RGQ Approval:  Mr. Precht moved, seconded by Ms. Burnett, to adopt the revised RGQ Annual Plan.  The motion passed unanimously.
4.
MBP Implementation *Data Formats* Discussion and Vote
Mr. Precht submitted two work papers to aid in the discussion of the model business practices data formats.  These documents are titled Decisions and Outstanding Issues on Model Business Practices Formatting from 11/17/04 Executive Committee Meeting (posted on the NAESB website at http://www.naesb.org/pdf/req_rgq_ec020105w2.doc) and Proposal of RxQ.0 Content (posted on the NAESB website at http://www.naesb.org/pdf/req_rgq_ec020105w1.doc).
Mr. Precht first reviewed the Decisions and Outstanding Issues on Model Business Practices Formatting work paper.  The Decided section outlined the formatting issues that were decided at the Executive Committee meeting on November 17, 2004, including the overall format, definitions, principles, and the numbering convention. It was agreed that the “Decided” section of the document accurately reflected the decisions on the formatting issues that the Executive Committees made during the November 17 meeting.  The Unresolved Issues section outlined the outstanding formatting items.  Mr. Precht provided proposals for each unresolved issue for the Executive Committees to review.
The Executive Committees discussed the two options Mr. Precht proposed for book numbering.  One option was the “Sequential” method: book numbers would be assigned to model business practices in the order they are ratified.  The second option was the “Pre-Assignment” method:  model business practices books would be pre-assigned book numbers in a designated sequence.  Any books that have not been developed would be noted as “TBD.”
Mr. Minneman asked if a term would be assigned more than one standard number if it was defined in more than one set of business practices.  Mr. Novak said the definitions would be assigned numbers in the Book 0 Master Glossary and the numbers would be used consistently throughout the rest of the books.

Mr. Novak said he preferred the sequential method.  Ms. McCain said that pre-assignment could limit the flexibility to insert new topics in the future.  Ms. Alexander proposed a third option to reorder the books that will be included in the first publication based on the pre-assignment method, and use the sequential method in the future.  After discussion, the Executive Committees agreed to adopt Ms. Alexander’s proposal.  The Executive Committees agreed the order of the books for the first publication as:  RxQ.0 Master Glossary, RxQ.1 Market Participant Interactions, RxQ.2 Creditworthiness, RxQ.3 Billing and Payments, RxQ.4 Distribution Company – Supplier Disputes.  Mr. Novak suggested that the Quadrant EDM should be added as RxQ.5.

Next, Mr. Precht explained two options for Model Business Practices Numbering any time the language of the RGQ and REQ model business practices differ.  Option one would list both model business practices with a prefix of either RGQ or REQ, but maintain the same standard number.  Option two would list both model business practices with a prefix of RGQ or REQ, but the next sequential standard number would be assigned.  There was consensus to adopt option one for the retail standards publications. 
Mr. Precht proposed that any User Guides should be placed immediately following the item they are intended to explain.  Mr. Overtree agreed with this proposal.  Mr. Novak said that an alternative would be to group all model business practices together, and then insert any explanatory language and supporting documents at the end of the book.  Ms. Alexander said that the first publication would not include a user guide so this issue could be decided at a later time.  The Executive Committees agreed to table this issue for discussion at a later meeting.
Mr. Precht moved, seconded by Mr. Connell, to accept the sequential approach for the book numbering; to order the first publication of standards books as RxQ.0 Master Glossary, RxQ.1 Market Participant Interactions, RxQ.2 Creditworthiness, RxQ.3 Billing and Payments, RxQ.4 Distribution Company – Supplier Disputes, and RxQ.5 Quadrant EDM; and to insert a prefix of RGQ or REQ before the standard number when the language of the standards for the REQ differ from the standards for the RGQ.  The motion passed unanimously.  Subsequent to the motion, it was determined that the title of RxQ.0 should be changed to Defined Terms to avoid confusion with the retail glossary application.  The distinction is that RxQ.0 will only contain ratified terms, while the terms within the glossary application will include terms not ratified as part of model business practices.
The committee reviewed the Proposal for Book RxQ.0 Content work paper.  The work paper proposed an outline for the contents of the standards books.  Mr. Precht’s proposal divided the sections of the book via tabs.  The Executive Summary would be behind Tab 1, and any Version Notes would be included behind Tab 2.  Mr. Precht said the BPS would prepare the Cover Page, Executive Summary, and Version Notes for each book.

An Introduction section that includes a background statement about NAESB and the Quadrant Mission would be inserted behind Tab 3.  The BPS would prepare an explanation of the underlying concepts behind the design and use of the book for the Introduction.  Mr. Precht noted that the proposed Introduction section would satisfy the portion of Request No. R04034 (Amend REQ/RGQ billing and payment MBPs in light of creditworthiness MBPs, revise the overview section and delete section 2.6) that seeks to re-examine the Overview sections of the model business practices to ensure consistency with other NAESB model business practices. (See Item 3).

The definitions, model business practices, and any models would be behind Tab 4.  This section would begin with an overview of the business processes and practices covered by the book and would be prepared by the BPS.  Tab 5 would be a section titled Related Model Business Practices to serve as a cross reference to any related NAESB model business practices, or standards from other organizations that were used in the development or that relate to implementation of the model business practices in that particular book.  Mr. Precht said the information that would appear in this section has not been developed, but would also be prepared by the BPS.

The remaining sections of the book would be reserved for implementation documents related to the model business practices, including sample paper transactions, data dictionaries, and code values dictionaries.

There was overall support of the proposal for the standards publication content Mr. Precht set out in the Content work paper.  Mr. Novak noted that a placeholder should be inserted for a Guide on How to Use the Standards Books.  Mr. Precht volunteered to draft an outline of the documents based on the format the Retail Executive Committees approved to provide to the NAESB office.
5.
Electronic Implementation Resolution Discussion and Vote

Mr. Novak submitted a resolution on the electronic implementation format of the retail quadrants’ model business practices for both the RGQ and REQ’s consideration.  The draft of the resolution is posted on the NAESB website at http://www.naesb.org/pdf/req_rgq_ec020105w3.doc.  Mr. Precht suggested changes to two typographical errors.  Mr. Novak read both resolutions into the record:
Whereas the 2004 Technical Electronic Implementation Subcommittee questionnaire gathered information concerning the electronic implementations of various retail transactions in use throughout the retail market and;

Whereas this information was intended to provide guidance to the RGQ Executive Committee (RGQ EC);

Now, therefore;

The RGQ EC directs its subcommittees to develop electronic implementations of its model business practices, as appropriate, in NAESB EDI/EDM and NAESB FF/EDM formats, in that respective priority.  Upon special request and instruction from the RGQ EC, such development may take place utilizing XML.
RGQ Approval:  Mr. Precht moved, seconded by Mr. Zollars to adopt the resolution for the Retail Gas Quadrant.  The resolution passed unanimously.
Whereas the 2004 Technical Electronic Implementation Subcommittee questionnaire gathered information concerning the electronic implementations of various retail transactions in use throughout the retail market and;

Whereas this information was intended to provide guidance to the REQ Executive Committee (REQ EC);

Now, therefore;

The REQ EC directs its subcommittees to develop electronic implementations of its model business practices, as appropriate, in NAESB EDI/EDM and NAESB FF/EDM formats, in that respective priority.  Upon special request and instruction from the REQ EC, such development may take place utilizing XML.
REQ Approval:  Ms. Edwards moved, seconded by Mr. Overtree to adopt the resolution for the Retail Electric Quadrant.  The resolution passed unanimously.
6.
Review and approve Glossary Subcommittee Process Flow Diagram

The committee reviewed the Glossary Subcommittee Process Flow Diagram on page 556 of the Retail Executive Committee materials posted on the NAESB website at http://www.naesb.org/pdf/ecbk0205part3.pdf.  Ms. McCain requested to add a No option and End balloon to the portion of the diagram that asks the question:  Are the Model Business Practices approved by the EC?  The group agreed to make this change.

REQ Approval:  Ms. Edwards moved, seconded by Mr. Overtree, to adopt the revised process reflected by the diagram.  The motion passed unanimously.

RGQ Approval:  Mr. Zollars moved, seconded by Ms. McCain, to adopt the revised process reflected by the diagram.  The motion passed unanimously.

7.
Subcommittee Structure/Reorganization

Business Practices Subcommittee:

The Executive Committees reviewed the mission statements for the BPS and the comments submitted for the mission statements.  The committee reviewed the mission statement for the REQ BPS with the understanding that the RGQ BPS mission statement would reflect the corresponding changes.

Ms. McCain suggested the first paragraph be replaced by the first paragraph in Ms. Alexander’s comments.  The word evaluate was added to Item Number 1 and number 5 was deleted in its entirety.  In Item Number 2, the word support was replaced with the word complement.  In the Meetings and Voting section, the second sentence was deleted and the sixth sentence was replaced with “No more than one vote shall be apportioned to a single participant.”  In the Processing Requests for Action section, the word “members” was deleted from the second sentence.
REQ Approval:  Ms. Alexander moved, seconded by Ms. Edwards, to adopt the revised BPS Mission Statement for the REQ.  The motion passed unanimously.

RGQ Approval:  Mr. Precht moved, seconded by Mr. Zollars, to adopt the revised BPS Mission Statement for the RGQ.  The motion passed unanimously.

Information Requirements Subcommittee (IR):

The committee reviewed the mission statements for the IR and the comments submitted for the mission statements.  The committee reviewed the mission statement for the REQ IR with the understanding that the RGQ IR mission statement would reflect the corresponding changes.  The committee agreed the modifications to the BPS Mission Statements should also be made to the IR Mission Statements where applicable.
In addition to the changes discussed during review of the BPS mission statement, the group agreed to delete the word Standard in Item Number 1 and to delete the word “the” before Annual Plan in Item Number 5.
REQ Approval:  Ms. Alexander moved, seconded by Mr. Minneman, to adopt the revised IR Mission Statement for the REQ.  The motion passed unanimously.

RGQ Approval:  Ms. McCain moved, seconded by Mr. Zollars, to adopt the revised IR Mission Statement for the RGQ.  The motion passed unanimously.
The revised REQ and RGQ IR Mission Statements are posted as an attachment to these minutes at http://www.naesb.org/pdf2/req_rgq_ec020205a5.doc (REQ), http://www.naesb.org/pdf2/req_rgq_ec020205a6.doc (RGQ) and will be posted on the REQ & RGQ IR page.
Next, the Executive Committees reviewed the leadership for the subcommittees and made the following changes:
Executive Committee Alternates:  Mr. Jones was added as a REQ Executive Committee Alternate.
Triage Committee:  Mr. Precht volunteered to be the Triage member for the RGQ Distributor segment.  Mr. Zavodnick was removed as the RGQ Distributor Segment Triage Committee Alternate.  Mr. LaFond was removed as the Triage Committee Alternate for the REQ End User Segment.
Annual Plan Subcommittee:  Mr. Zavodnick and Mr. LaFond were removed from the Annual Plan Subcommittee.
BPS:  The chairs of the retail BPS are Mr. Precht for the RGQ and Ms. Edwards for the REQ BPS.  Mr. Jones will serve as co-chair of the REQ BPS.
IR:  The chairs of the retail IR are Mr. Behr for the RGQ and Mr. Overtree for the REQ.  Mr. Alston will serve as co-chair of the REQ IR.  
The NAESB CPS and SUIS e-mail lists would be transferred to the BPS and IR e-mail lists.

Glossary Subcommittee:  The Glossary Subcommittee will be chaired by Ms. Edwards and Mr. Eynon for the REQ.
The Gas Practices Inventory Task Force will be moved to the Inactive Subcommittees and Task Forces section of the website.  

8.
Publication of Version 1.0 – Update

Mr. Precht will provide the NAESB office with an outline of the model business practices using the format approved by the REQ and RGQ Executive Committees.  Mr. Novak and Ms. Kiselewich will work with the NAESB office and the REQ/RGQ subcommittee chairs to begin preparing the documents for publication.  Both the REQ and RGQ Executive Committees will review and approve the language in the introduction, the executive summary, and any newly created language in the model business practices books prior to publication.
9.
Board Update and Board Committee Updates

Ms. McQuade stated the Board of Directors met on December 9, 2004 and approved the 2005 budget and the annual plans for all four quadrants.  The Board established a separate committee to address the declining membership of the REQ and RGQ.  The committee will report to the Board by year end.  The report will provide options and recommendations on how to reverse the declining retail membership for the Board of Directors to consider.  The members of committee have not been appointed.
· Resources Committee – The Resources Committee, chaired by Ms. Ogenyi, has increased membership by a net of 11 new members.  The committee set a goal to increase membership by 30 new members by the end of March.  At the December 9 Board Meeting, Board Members were asked to contact companies that are not members of NAESB for possible membership and to increase awareness of the developments at NAESB.
· Retail Awareness Committee – The Retail Awareness Committee (RAC), chaired by Mr. Burks, is focused on increasing awareness of the NAESB Retail Quadrants’ work products among external audiences, including state regulatory agencies, trade associations with Retail industry members, and states that have not adopted retail competition.  The committee will be sending letters to various state commissions to inform them about NAESB and the Retail Quadrants’ work products.  Mr. Precht requested that the letters be posted on the NAESB website.
· Gas-Electric Interdependency Committee – The Gas-Electric Interdependency Committee (GEIC), chaired by Mr. Templeton, is conducting high level review of gas and electric coordination issues and whether the issues are appropriate for standards development.
· D-U-N-S® Task Force – The D-U-N-S® Task Force expects to provide a report on the difficulties the industries have encountered while using D-U-N-S® Numbers to the Executive Committee in May.  The report will also include problems other industries and organizations have encountered using D-U-N-S® Numbers, alternatives these industries and organizations have implemented to address these issues, and a recommendation on what action, if any, each quadrant should take to address the D-U-N-S® Numbering problems.
Additional information on the Board Committees is available on the NAESB website and updates will be provided at the Board meetings.
10.
New Business
Wholesale Electric Quadrant Update:  Ms. McQuade said the WEQ filed wholesale electric standards with the FERC in January under docket number RM05-5.  The filing included business practices to complement NERC reliability standards, OASIS standards, OASIS 1A enhancements, and standards of conduct.  The WEQ will continue to work with NERC to separate transmission load relief business practices from reliability standards.
Energy Day:  The Energy Day Subcommittee is a joint WEQ BPS and WGQ BPS subcommittee.  The term energy day is considered an umbrella term that includes the strict definition of energy day, but also gas and electric communication.  The committee voted to recommend to the WEQ and WGQ Executive Committees that the efforts of the Energy Day committee should be focused on developing communication between pipelines and generators.  The WEQ and WGQ Executive Committees have scheduled a conference call on February 8 from 10:00 to 11:00 a.m. Central to vote on the Energy Day Subcommittee’s recommendation.  The next Energy Day meeting is scheduled for February 9-10 in Houston.
FERC has requested a work product from NAESB on Energy Day by June 1 and has requested periodic status reports on the developments of the Energy Day Subcommittee.
Wholesale Gas Quadrant:  Mr. Novak provided an update on the Wholesale Gas Quadrant.  The WGQ is focused on the Energy Day efforts, but is also scheduled to vote on three bodies of standards for additional code values.
Leadership of the REQ Executive Committee:  Ms. Kiselewich asked for volunteers to be second vice chair for the Retail Electric Quadrant Executive Committee.  Mr. Minneman volunteered to be second vice chair for the Retail Electric Quadrant without objection.
REQ and RGQ Executive Committee Alternates:  Ms. Kiselewich led the discussion on the retail quadrants’ alternates.  Ms. Kiselewich cited the Bylaws Addendum - REQ Procedures (posted on the NAESB website at http://www.naesb.org/pdf/reqprocedures.pdf) Section 10.7 B.  Ms. Kiselewich encouraged members to submit names for consideration as designated alternates to NAESB.  Ms. McQuade stated that the only requirement for someone to be a designated alternate is that they are a member of that particular segment.  Ms. McQuade said the NAESB office would send all REQ and RGQ members the current alternates list, and a request for nominations for designated alternates.
Wal-Mart Letter:  Ms. Kiselewich said that Edison Electric Institute (EEI) has been working with JCPenney’s Department Stores to draft a request for standardization of electronic billing for submission to NAESB.  Ms. Edwards reviewed a preliminary draft of the request in December 2004.  Ms. Kiselewich stated that the letter addressed to NAESB from Wal-Mart (http://www.naesb.org/pdf/req_rgq_ec020105w4.pdf) was written with the assumption that JCPenney had already submitted the request for standards development.  The request has not been submitted to the NAESB office to date.  The letter is from Ms. Beehler, Director of Energy Regulation for Wal-Mart Stores, Inc., and supports the request from JCPenney’s to develop electronic billing standards.  Wal-Mart has been active in a proceeding before the Louisiana Public Service Commission by submitting comments in support of limited retail choice plans.  Ms. Kiselewich said she had spoken with EEI and that they are committed to submitting the request on behalf of JCPenney’s.  Ms. Kiselewich stated that this letter and the potential request are an opportunity for the retail quadrants to gain members.
Ms. McQuade said she would send a response to Ms. Beehler to thank Wal-Mart for its interest in the organization and note that NAESB has not received the request from JCPenney’s.  Ms. Alexander said she was concerned about the expectations Wal-Mart could have about NAESB’s role in the industry.

Meetings:  The next REQ and RGQ joint Executive Committee meeting is scheduled on May 11 in Houston.  Ms. McQuade noted that the Executive Committees could schedule meetings to coincide with the meetings of the retail subcommittees instead of the other quadrants’ Executive Committee meetings to increase participation and decrease travel constraints.  The Executive Committee members said they would take this option under consideration.
