Per our conversation late last week, below is a summary of RXG Glossary Subcommittee activity over the past three months:
 
06-09-05 RXG GS Meeting
Focused on 13 RXQ EDM terms submitted by TEIS.  By the end of the meeting, all 13 terms were defined and approved by vote.
 
**I do have a concern (and I believe that Mary Edwards shares this concern) that the internet electronic transport document (attached) – which is up for member ratification – does not adhere to the proper use of capitalized terms.  I expressed this concern to Denise Rager in an email on 08-02-05, but have yet to hear back from her.  Below is the message that I sent to Denise.  Perhaps this concern could be addressed or commented on at the EC meeting this week?
 
I’m not sure whether or not it’s too late to submit this comment…but I’d at least like to make it known that I found lots of non-glossary terms that are capitalized in the internet electronic transport document (attached).  Typically, capitalization of terms is reserved for glossary terms (or at least this is my understanding).  If non-glossary terms must be capitalized, I would suggest adding a one sentence statement at the beginning of the document that lets the reader know that a capitalized term doesn’t necessarily mean that the term is defined in the glossary.
 
Ironically, the terms that were approved by the Glossary Subcommittee that are used in this document (Entity Common Code, Entity, Flat-file, D-U-N-S Number) are by and large not capitalized in the document (but, of course, should be capitalized).  
 
Again…I just wanted to bring this to your attention so that we can maintain consistency among the documents.

08-11-05 RXQ GS Meeting
