Administrative







Mr. Eynon welcomed the participants.  Ms. Kirby gave the anti-trust guidelines.  Participants introduced themselves.  Mr. Jones moved to adopt the agenda and Mr. Precht seconded the motion.  The agenda was adopted by consensus.  Minor changes were made to the June 20, 2006 draft minutes.  Mr. Jones moved to adopt the minutes as revised.  Ms. McCain seconded the motion and the minutes were adopted by consensus.

Discuss and Vote on Definitions of Terms
The group reviewed 9/27/06 Glossary Subcommittee Work Paper.  The term “Pending Drop” was added to the definition of “Rescission.”  Mr. Precht stated that “Account Maintenance” was capitalized in the Model Business Practices (MBPs) for Enrollment, but no definition was provided.  Therefore, he developed the definition found in the work paper.  The term “Customer” was removed from the term “Change.”  Mr. Precht noted that the next four terms were not yet used in the MBPs and that the BPS needed to remember they were included in the glossary work paper.  Ms. McCain moved to adopt the first six terms of the work paper as revised during the meeting for the RGQ.  Mr. Precht seconded the motion.  The motion passed by consensus.  Mr. Zavodnick made the same motion for the REQ.  Mr. Jones seconded it and the motion passed by consensus.  

Below are the revised terms:
	Term
	Definition

	Rescission
	The process whereby a Customer causes a Pending Enrollment or Pending Drop to be canceled.

	Account Maintenance
	The process of keeping information on a Customer’s account current.

	Change
	The process of performing Account Maintenance. This can be initiated by either the Supplier or the Distribution Company.

	Change Request
	The Uniform Electronic Transaction used to initiate a Change.

	Change Confirmation
	The Uniform Electronic Transaction used to notify the Market Participant that their Change Request has been accepted.

	Change Rejection
	The Uniform Electronic Transaction used to notify the Market Participant that their Change Request has been denied.


The group discussed inclusion of the terms found in the draft Retail Contract for the Sale and Purchase of Natural Gas or Electricity.  Ms. Kirby stated that at this time there was no need to include these terms in the glossary.  The contractual terms are part of a stand alone model and do not affect other MBPs.  Ms. Kirby explained that in the WGQ, the contract was a standard and therefore a general database of definitions was not needed in other documents.  The contractual definition for the REQ and RGQ were struck from the revised work paper.
